The London Program

Giselda Beaudin, Director of International Programs proposed some structural changes
to the Rollins in London Semester. The changes involved switching services to
administer the program from the current Anglo-American Educational Services to CAPA.



She presented some very compelling reasons for this change, largely due to the
infrastructure that CAPA has in place for student support and advising. Another change
is to offer Rollins students direct enroliment at Queen Mary, University of London. The
change should enable students to fully integrate into the academic and social activities
at Queen Mary. Nancy Decker questioned the transferred credits from a European
school system to Rollins and suggested that a more consistent approach to accepting
the transferred credits be considered. Giselda was receptive to the idea and promised to
look into it.

Nancy made the motion to accept the proposed changes to the London Program.
Fiona seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
