Sam Burchers hasn't forgotten the great education, lifelong 
friendships, and special memories Rollins gave him. So 
throughout his life, he has felt compelled to give something 
back to Rollins. 

In his college days, he was the epitome of a well-rounded liberal 
arts student: human resources major, active in the Delta Chi 
fraternity, successful student-athlete who lettered in both football 
and crew, active with the Annie Russell Theatre, member of 
Omicron Delta Kappa. Upon graduation, in recognition of his 
character and contribution to the Rollins community, Burchers 
was named an Algernon Sydney Sullivan Scholar and awarded the 
prestigious Algernon Sydney Sullivan Medallion.

He and his two 
sons, Sam III '82 and Bryan, are writers and publishers of a highly 
successful series of educational books titled Vocabulary Cartoons, 
designed to enhance vocabulary through the tools of mnemonics 
methods, rhymes, and cartoons. 

In addition to his career achievements, Burchers has had lifelong 
avocational interests in writing, tennis, and treasure hunting in 
Florida waters. He is particularly proud of his 21 -year record as a 
volunteer football coach at Charlotte High School in Punta Gorda. 

Burchers attributes much of his success in life to the foundation 
and life skills established at Rollins, and he has remained tightly 
connected to the College through the years by keeping in touch 
with friends, attending reunions, and supporting Rollins as a 
volunteer and financial supporter. 

When Burchers was considering a planned gift for Rollins that 
would be mutually beneficial, he found that a charitable remainder 
trust would bring him quarterly lifetime income while benefiting 
the College at the time of maturity.

One of those original VJ's, Alan 

Hunter, visited the campus in October and offered a first-hand perspec- 

tive on how MTV and the eighties changed America. His visit kicked off 

the new Dean's Lecture Series on 

Popular Culture. 

Dean of the Faculty Roger 

Casey introduced his longtime 

friend to the audience and said, 

"I could think of no one I would 

rather be introducing.

of the eighties, Alan was there,

Hunter enthusiastically talked 

about his role in the history of pop culture and how MTV changed his life. 

He explained that in the beginning, no one realized just how powerful the 

cutting-edge music-video channel was or what a powerhouse it would 

become. "Those of us in the MTV world who interfaced with rock music on 

a regular basis didn't really know what was going on," he said. "We were 

isolated in a bubble and didn't yet realize the magnificence of MTV. It was so 

powerful that it pushed everything else aside, and its popularity was brought 

to the forefront." 

Hunter recalled stories about the people he interviewed along the way 

and said the celebrity he most enjoyed meeting was Walter Cronkite. He also 

interviewed Madonna before she came into fame, and other such notables as 

Ozzy Osbourne, Billy Joel, and Tom Cruise. 

Hunter has remained a part of the entertainment industry as both a 

successful actor and director. He is also the founder and executive director of 

the annual Sidewalk Moving Picture Festival, which just completed its fourth 

and most successful year. He and his brother created Hunter Films, Inc., a 

film-development company focused on the development of independent film 

projects for theatrical release, original television and Internet programming, 

and commercials. H

Latin female sorority in Central Florida—the 

University of Central Florida (UCF) already has 

two, including Lambda Theta Alpha, founded in 

1975, which was rhe first Latin sorority in the 

United States. "We want to demonstrare to the 

Latin community, where you encounter a lot of 

male dominance, that Latin women can be inde- 

pendent, professional, and needed in the develop- 

ment of the community," said Michelle Medina, 

21 years old and of Dominican descent, and 

founder of the group. 

Chi Upsilon Sigma consists of eight members of 

Puerto Rican, Dominican, and Peruvian descent; there 

are also natives of Puerto Rico and Brazil. 

The small sorority can't compete with the Latin 

sororities of UCF, including Sigma Lambda Gamma, 

because they are larger, with more than 30 members. 

Despite this, their mission is ambitious. Among 

their principal themes are education, political aware- 

ness, and Hispanic culture. Giselle Morales, 21 years 

old and of Puerto Rican descent, said that the themes 

attracted them to the group. "Through this group, we 

can promote our interests to the resr of the school," 

Morales said. 

Madelyn Santana, 21 years old and of Dominican 

descent, added that "we don't want to separate our- 

selves from the rest of the school and the community, 

but rather integrate ourselves." 

Although they have to accomplish their college 

studies, the young ladies dedicate some weekends to 

helping those in need. 

"They are in our office on some Sarurdays at 8 

a.m. ready to give out food and clothing, and to chat 

with people who don't have social contact with 

others," said Kelly Caruso, president of Ripple Effect, 

an organization that helps those in need in Orlando. 

The youths recently helped to paint the walls of 

the PACE Center for young women in Orlando. 

Caruso adds that the efforts of the sorority sisters 

promote the development of women. 

"They are women and Latin, two minorities in our 

society, and still they give their time to better the 

community...they are excellent examples for all 

young, Latin women," Caruso said. ■

Michael Cipollaro, Visiting 

Associate Professor, 

Crummer Graduate School 

of Business—"9/11 and the 

threat of additional terrorist 

acts have exacerbated an 

already-weakened global 

economic situation. The most 

obvious result is a significant 

decrease in international 

travel, both business and tourism, with its impact on a host of 

travel-related industries. The longer-term consequences 

include a redirection of government spending away from 

education, health care, and other such areas, and toward 

military defense and security industries. A decline in 

consumer confidence about economic growth prospects is an 

important part of the equation, and a decline in consumer 

spending could result in a self-fulfilling prophecy of a weak 

economy for the next several years."

of Politics—"One of the 

major threats posed by 

terrorists is the 

combination of a physical 

attack with a cyber attack 

that would disrupt the 

ability of police, fire, and 

rescue workers to 

respond, along with a 

cyber attack on a key infrastructure such as the electric grid. 

This would create much greater havoc and have the 

consequence of increasing the terror effect."

In fact, they couldn't 
imagine her any other way. Those signature 
gestures are symbolic of Carson's intense 
passion for teaching. 

"How can anyone slouch or resist being 
drawn in when there you are, pacing around, 
arms flailing, and excitement building?" com- 

mented English majors from the fall 2001 
Senior Assessment class in a 500-word letter to 

their professor. "Even when you can't quite un- 
derstand what we're trying to say... you always 

find some significant point in our attempts. 
Then there are the times when it becomes clear 
to you—the times when you clap your hands 
so loudly the entire class jumps, or when an 
unsuspecting student accidentally takes a blow 
to the head." 

This kind of appreciation for such enthusi- 
asm in their professors was echoed by hun- 
dreds of Rollins alumni in their responses to a 

survey Carson conducted in 1995 concerning 
the characteristics of effective teachers. "They 
remembered their professors who felt passion- 

ate about them as students and about their 
subject matter, who were effective at commu- 
nicating those two things," Carson said. "They 

remembered their professors' engagement, 
respect, commitment. They recalled professors 



who connected with them both in and out of 

the classroom. And high standards were seen as 
signs of respect. 'He demanded a lot of me, but 
of himself, too' was an underlying characteristic. 
They remembered professors whose actions 

said, 'I value you; I think you have a good mind 
you can use,' which empowered the students to 

learn self respect and esteem." 
The survey results indicated without 

question that teaching really does matter. "We're 
reminded that lives are changed here; pay 
attention," she said. For Carson, no one has 
described more movingly the kind of teacher 
she'd like to be than Walt Whitman, whose 
thoughts from Song of Myself s\\t likes to quote: 

lam the teacher of athletes, 
He that by me spreads a wider breast than my 

own proves the width of my own, 

He most honors my style who learns under it to 

destroy the teacher... 
I teach straying from me, yet who can stray 

from me? 
I follow you whoever you are from the present 

hour, 
My words itch at your ears till you understand 

them. 

"When I hear those words, I can just picture 
a teacher thinking, you're not going to escape,'" 
Carson said. She believes that Whitman's words 
demonstrate the "reciprocal helping that's so 

much a part of what Rollins is." 
No doubt Carson, who began teaching at 

Rollins in 1979 as an assistant professor of 
English and has offered courses ranging from 
Women Writers to Death in the American Novel, 
knew the qualities of an excellent teacher before 
the survey was conducted. Her 33-year teaching 
career has been sprinkled with awards and 
accolades: She was twice selected by the stu- 
dents for the Hugh F. McKean Award, twice 
named an Arthur Vining Davis Fellow by her 
peers, received the Hamilton Holt School's 
Distinguished Teacher Award, and was selected 
by the students and administration to deliver 
the commencement address in 1986. She was 
one of eight national finalists in the Council For 
Advancement and Support of Education 
(CASE) Professor of the Year Competition in 
1984. And, in 1994, the ultimate honor in 
academia was bestowed on her when President 
Bornstein named her to the Theodore Bruce 
and Barbara Lawrence Alfond Chair of English. 
In addition to these achievements, Carson has 
completed 30 articles and presentations over the 
years, and her research into the characteristics of 

good teachers has garnered national attention. 
Currently, she is among a group of faculty who 

are taking the lead to boost Rollins to the next 

level of academic excellence. 
Much of Carson's inspiration comes from 

one of her favorite writers, Eudora Welty, a 

southern writer who "has the ability to peel 
back the layers of people," she said. "In Losing 

Battles, Welty sees in simple people the same 
value we might see in heroes." For both Welty 
and another subject of Carson's research and 
writing, novelist Anne Tyler, a common theme 
is that heroism is a part of ordinary life. "They 
remind me to look for the good, the complicat- 
ed, where it's least expected," Carson said. 
"Even in the classroom, Welty's sense of the 
human mystery reminds me that I can't figure 
out the students and shouldn't wish to." 

Carson's study of Welty—reflected in three 
national conference presentations, four academ- 
ic articles, and a book (Eudora Welty: Two 
Pictures at Once in Her Frame)— actually began 

America, we tend to give lip service to the 
simple in discussing the good life," she said. 
"And yet, what I'm finding is the value of an 
emotionally complex life in relationships." She's 
studying Thoreau, Hawthorne, Melville, Henry 

Adams, and Mark Twain. 
By far the greatest passion in Carson's life is 

her children—Ashley, now 27, and Bethany, 
26. "They serve as sources of strength and 
inspiration to me," she said. "They've given me 

so many gifts." 
Teaching holds a close second, however, and 

she credits childhood teachers with showing 
that learning can be a source of happiness. "I 
was the daughter of sharecroppers," Carson 
said. "No one in my family had even gone to 
college. But early teachers—especially two from 
junior high—recognized the untapped hunger 
for growth in a young life. That lingering influ- 
ence of a teacher—I know it personally, and I 
hope something I do will be remembered by 

my students, too." ■ 

with an essay on the author that she wrote when 
she was an English major at Florida State. "She 
has been part of my life for many years, and she 
has helped with one of my crucial challenges: to 
find balance and reconcile apparent opposites. 
Welty started as a photographer, capturing 
moments, but she encouraged us to look at 

what is behind'the snapshot." 
Another of Carson's passions, children's lit- 

erature, surfaced in later years when Carson's 
daughters had grown and were going off to col- 
lege. "We teach what we need," she said. At that 
point in her life, Carson needed to understand 
the transitions of children, and did so by look- 
ing at the classics of children's literature from an 
adult perspective. "It's great fun to introduce 
students to the psychological implications of 
fairy tales and works like Bambi, Peter Pan, and 
Treasure Island," she said. "And my students' 
closeness to childhood gives them a perspective 
that teaches me things I've forgotten." 

Her newest interest is researching the "good 
life" in 19th-century American literature. "In

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Rollins Golfers Provide 
Links to the Past By Bobby Davis'82 

Perhaps inevitably at an institution 
known for its lush 67-acre lakeside 
campus, and located in a town that 
sports a golf course at its center, golf 

has a rich tradition at Rollins College. 
Although Rollins players have hit a few 
"foozlers" along the way, they have also racked 
up an impressive number of team and 
individual championship honors. 

Those enterprising students who painstak- 
ingly lay out frisbee golf courses across the 
Rollins campus and surrounding area do so 
unwitting of the fact that the Winter Park golf 
course once was part of the campus. Charles 
Hosmer Morse built the original Winter Park 
golf course, which opened in 1899. The nine- 
hole course stretched from the present Winter 
Park Woman's Club, west to the Dinky Line, 
south to Lake Virginia, and ending near the 
corner of French and Holt avenues. The 
Winter Park Golf Club opened in 1900, and 
on May 4, 1901 hosted a scratch tournament 
of 36 Rollins students. The top scorer, in 36 
holes of play, was Edward Brewer with a 202, 
and he was followed by Colly PLnkerton with 
a 208 and Arthur Maxson with a 215. "These 
scores, while very large, were as low as one 
could expect when the poor condition of the 
course is considered," commented the Orlando 
Evening Starafter the match." This situation 
was rectified somewhat that summer, when 
Bermuda grass was sown to provide a fine turf 

Women's golf also began early at Rollins, at 
the very same Winter Park Golf Club 

tournament. Edna Brewer won the women's 
scratch tournament the next day, shooting a 
148 on 18 holes. 

After the original course closed down in 
1912, Rollins players made their home at 
Dubsdread in College Park, the Tuscawilla, 
Country Club, Orlando Country Club, and 
other local courses that would have them. The 
first golf team at Rollins appears to have been a 
"golf club" established in 1923 by John 
Bostwick '28 and Ted McCown '26, who 
offered golf lessons to anyone else interested in 
joining. Rollins began playing golf on an 
intercollegiate schedule in 1931, coached by 
Sanlando pro Art Miles, and the team won its 
first intercollegiate men's match on March 6, 
1931 against the University of Florida. That 
first team was composed of Carl Dann, Jr. '34 
(national golf club champion before entering 
Rollins and future co-owner of Dubsdread), 
Fred Newton '34, Logan Jenkins '31, Robert 
James '31, Chet Brown '34, and longtime 
Rollins trustee Bill Miller '33. Rollins played 
in the South-eastern Conference against the 
University of Florida, the University of Miami, 
the University of Georgia, North Carolina 
State University, the University of North 
Carolina, Davidson University, and other large 
schools. 

In the same year the men began intercolle- 
giate play, a women's team was also established, 
although without a coach or intercollegiate 
schedule. Indeed, for many years, into the 
1970s, the genius of the Rollins women's golf 

program was that a succession of star Rollins 
players won tournaments and built the 
College's athletic reputation without officially 
having a women's golf team or a true coach. 
Year after year, club, city, and state women's 
amateur champions attended Rollins College, 
got their degrees, and played golf at a 
remarkably high level despite little coaching or 
institutional support. Priscilla Hanks served as 
the first coach in 1933, and by the next year, 
12 women played intramural golf. 

By the 1940s, however, women's golf both 
at Rollins and as an intercollegiate sport began 
coming of age. The 1942 team of Peggy Kirk 
'43 (now Bell, a legendary player and teacher, 
and one of the original pioneers of the Ladies 
Professional Golf Association), Georgia 
Tainter '46, Mary Jayne Garman '46, and 
Sally Mendelson '45 all won club champi- 
onships in Florida and the Southeast. The 
Women's Intercollegiate Golf (WIG) Tourney 
began in 1945. In the fourth annual WIG 
Tourney in 1948, the team of Rosann Shaffer 
'49, Clara Jane Mosack '50, Judy Baker '51, 
and Alice O'Neal '48 (now Dye, who met 
husband and fellow star golfer Pete Dye '50 at 
Rollins) took the team championship with a 
346 on 18 holes, beating runner-up Ohio 
State University by a whopping 21 strokes. 
O'Neal also upset the defending champion in 
an individual match. 

The 1940s began a golden age for men's and 
women's golf at Rollins that ran into the early 
1960s, as superb players like Peggy Kirk, Alice 
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O'Neal, Lee Bongart '48, Betty Rowland '51 
(later Probasco), Jane Mosack '50, Pete Dye, 
Billy Key '52, and Clyde Kelly '51 flourished 
in state and national competition. Rollins 
women won national team championships in 
1948,1950, and 1956, while the men won 
the Florida Intercollegiate State Championship 
in 1949 and 1950, with Kelly and Key leading 
the team to an undefeated season in 1950. 
Rowland and Mosack won the 1951 Women's 
Intercollegiate Championship. In 1948, Pete 
Dye finished second in the Southeastern 
Conference championship, finishing one 
stroke ahead of one Arnold Palmer of Wake 
Forest. 

(According to legend, Palmer had wanted 
badly to come to Rollins and was offered a 
scholarship, but Rollins would not grant a 
scholarship to Palmer's best friend, so both 
attended Wake Forest instead. Palmer seems 
not to have harbored hard feelings, however; 
his daughter attended Rollins for a year, and he 
spoke at the Rollins Centennial in 1985.) 

1948 over the second-place Rollins pairing of 
Dye and O'Neal. The tournament drew 100 
teams at its height. 

Great players kept coming to Rollins 
through the 1950s and early '60s, coached 
from 1953-62 by Dan Nyimicz of Rahway, 
New Jersey. Anne Richardson '58, Barbara 
Mclntire '58, and Ann Rutherford '58 
teamed with Marlene Stewart '56 to form one 
of the strongest women's teams in the United 
States at that time. The women won their 
third national championship in 1956. 
Mclntyre enjoyed tremendous success on the 
amateui level. She was the low amateur in the 
U.S. Women's Open in 1956 and 1957 and 
won two Women's Amateur tides. 

For the men, Frank Boynton '58 won the 
Florida Intercollegiate Championship in 1955 
and 1956. The 1957 team went 13-1-2 and 
won the 1957 NAIA national Small College 
Championship. This led GolfWorld'to run a 
feature story in 1958 proclaiming that "never 
has [Rollins] had a squad of greater depth or 

The run of success continued under 
Nyimicz through 1962. The 1959 team went 
10-0-1, finished second to the University of 
Georgia in the Southern Intercollegiate 
Championship, and went to the NCAA 
tournament. In 1960, the Tars tied with 
Florida Southern for the first Florida 
Intercollegiate Conference Championship. Jay 
Dolan won the University of Miami-Coral 
Gables Tournament that year with a record 
score. 

Nyimicz left Rollins suddenly just before the 
1963 season to become a club pro in Georgia, 
leaving the team without a coach that year. 
Nevertheless, they finished 12-5, went to the 
first NCAA College Division Tournament, 
and won the Florida Intercollegiate title for the 
second consecutive year. Bob Kirouae, Jr. '64 
(who later briefly coached golf at Rollins), Bob 
Reagan '65, Todd Read '65, and Steve Probst 
'66 starred for that team, whose six best players 
never played in the same match. 

Golf received little institutional support in

Billy Key was perhaps the finest men's golfer 
of his era at Rollins, accumulating more points 
in a single season (1951) than anyone before 
him, losing only two matches, and finishing as 
high as fourth individually in the Southern 
Intercollegiate Championship. He lost to the 
famed Don January in the 1952 Southern 
Intercollegiate. 

Apart from intercollegiate tournaments, 
Rollins men and women played in several club 
tourneys that drew top golfers from across the 
country. One of the best was the International 
Mixed Two-Ball Open, which began in 1941 
at Dubsdread and lasted well into the 1950s. 
The 1951 Open included a "who's who from a 
golfing hall of Fame," enthused the Orlando 
Evening Star—the superlative Babe Didricksen 
Zaharias, Gene Sarazen, and Rollins' own Carl 
Dann '34 and Peggy Kirk, who teamed up to 
win the tournament three times. They won in

balance" and touting them as a favorite to win 
the national championship again. The team 
was led by the Ohio State Amateur Champion 
Bob Ross '59, Pennsylvania State Junior 
Champion Jim Curti '59, New York Junior 
Champion Ronnie Terpak '59, five-time 
Maine State Amateur Champion Dick Diversi 
'60, and Massachusetts Junior Champion Jay 
Dolan '61. That team went 13-0 in match 
play and finished sixth in the NCAA 
Championship. 

Curti won the 1957 individual NAIA 
National Small College title over Butch Baird, 
who had a long PGA career and played on the 
PGA Senior Tour. "Golf is such a wonderful 
game," Curti said. "It's amazing the people I've 
met because of golf." Those luminaries include 
President Dwight Eisenhower, a renowned golf 
enthusiast, and golf legends Ben Hogan, Walter 
Hagen, Tommy Armour, and Gene Sarazen.

the 1960s, with coaching being rather 
informal and financial support haphazard. Yet 
several notable women's players emerged at 
that time and the team had a skein of 
unparalleled success. Martha Page '64 outdid 
Diversi by winning nine consecutive state 
amateur championships in Maine. She and 
Kirouae teamed to play Sam Snead (who 
played at the Winter Park Country Club for 
many years) and Ginger George in February 
1964. The 1966 women's team finished fourth 
in the National Intercollegiate Championship 
and won the Florida Intercollegiate. The 
women dominated the Florida Intercollegiate 
Tournament, placing first in 1964, 1965, 
1966, and 1969, and finishing second in 1965 
and 1968. They also finished second in the 
National Intercollegiate Tournament in 1968 
and 1973, losing the latter title to the Univer- 
sity of North Carolina by one stroke. 
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e Stewart 
treit '56:

Perhaps the greatest

'56, the 11-time Cana- 

dian National Women's 

Champion. She was 

the first woman to win 

the Canadian, British, 

U.S., and Australian ti- 

tles in a career, and was named Canada's female 

athlete of the year five times. Still going strong, she 

won the 1994 Senior Amateur Championship. She 

played on the men's team at Rollins in addition to 

playing against women, and was undefeated in 

men's play. She abandoned a plan to attend McGill 

University in Montreal and enrolled instead at Rollins, 

where she could golf year-round. 

"It was the best thing that happened to me," she 

said. "That's where I got the competition." She played 

against top U.S. collegians during the winter and won 

Canadian and international titles during her sum- 

mers. In 1953, she was 19 when she won the British 

Open amateur championship, the first Canadian to 

win the title. 

The Rollins experience helped her believe in her- 

self, she said. "I didn't really play that well in the 

States until my graduating year," she recalled. "It was 

about being a Canadian competitor. You know—Tm 

not supposed to be that good.' It's such a 

Canadianism. I hate it. Never build anybody up, for 

heaven's sake! Isn't that too bad? That's what our 

kids have to get over fast. We are just as good. You 

have to believe in yourself." 

In 1956, at the age of 22, she won eight tourna- 

ments including the U.S. Collegiate, the U.S. 

Amateur (the first Canadian to do so), and the 

Canadian Open, and closed amateur titles yet again. 

She won the Lou Marsh Trophy for the second time, 

and for the third time was named Canada's Female 

Athlete of the Year. At one point, she had an incredi- 

ble streak of 34 consecutive event victories. 

She married in 1957 and continued competing in 

top amateur tournaments while raising a family. 

"I'm not sorry I didn't turn pro," she said. "I don't 

look back and say, 'Gosh, if I'd turned pro, what would 

I have done?' I know what I would have done. I would 

have been great out there." 

LPGA star JoAnne Carner (whom Streit defeated 

in the U.S. Amateur Championship in 1956) once 

said of her, "If she had turned pro, she would've need- 

ed a truck to take her money to the bank. I've never 

seen a more competitive golfer." 
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Rollins students receive gon sdread Country Club in the 1940s 

To compete in the 1966 national 
championship, Jane Blalock '67 had to 
make a special appeal to President Hugh 
McKean. With his typical puckish humor, 
McKean agreed to provide $ 1,200 for 
traveling expenses for Blalock, Debbie 
Austin '70, Preston Alexius '69, and Mary 
Pritchett '70 upon one condition: He 
made a "formal proposal" that he play 
three of the women at Dubsdread, "and if 
you win every hole, you get the money." 
McKean also warned her that "I played 
golf fairly well until the war, and I have 
played two or three times since, but I 
might be very lucky on one hole." 

Blalock's delighted response was, in 
effect, "You're on!" Scheduling conflicts 
apparendy scutded the challenge match, 
but McKean authorized the money 
anyway. 

"Where else but Rollins would such an 
event take place?" Blalock wrote to 
McKean after the tournament. 

Blalock and Austin went on to star on 
the LPGA circuit, Blalock winning 29 tour 
victories and ranking among the top 10 on 
the money list 10 rimes. She was named 
the LPGA Rookie of the Year in 1969 and 
then Most Improved Player the next year, 
the first time that had ever happened. At 
one stretch during her career, Blalock went 
12 years without missing a single cut. 
Austin posted seven tour victories and was 
ranked among the top 30 on the LPGA 
all-time career money list at the time of her 
retirement. 

The Rollins women got a full-rime 
coach finally in Peg Jarnigan '70, who also 
played golf for Rollins. Under her 
guidance, the 1974 team of Cindy 
Patterson '77, Pam Clark '76, Pat 
Williams '76, and Vicld Walker '77 won 
the AIAW National Intercollegiate 
Championship, besting a field of 146 

teams. They won without the services of 
Hollis Stacy '76, who turned pro after one 
year at Rollins, in 1973. Stacy went on to a 
stellar professional career. In 1977, she 
became the youngest winner of the United 
States Open. She finished fifth in overall 
earnings that year ($89,155), preceded by 
Blalock ($90,808) and followed by Austin 
($86,392). All three were named to the 
Women's All-America team that year. 

Still a member of the tour, Stacy has 
claimed 18 tour tides and has won over 
$2 million during her career. She is one of 
only four women to win the U.S. Open 
Championship three times (1977, 1978, 
1984). She has ranked among the top 10 
in earnings five times and placed in the top 
10 in at least one event almost every year of 
her nearly three-decade career. She also 
designed Blackhawk Golf Course in 
Austin, Texas and works with the 
Scleraderma Research Foundation. During 
the LPGAs 50th Anniversary in 2000, the 
LPGA recognized her as one of its top 50 
players and teachers. The Stacy family was 
honored as Family of the Year by the Golf 
Writers Association of America. 

Two other players of the era turned pro 
and did well. Kay Kennedy '76 played on 
several mini-tours, while Muffin Spencer- 
Devlin '76 won three tournament rides 
and over $900,000 during her career. She 
also tried her hand at acting and modeling 
in New York City before joining the Tour. 
She made a cameo appearance in the 
feature film Star Trek: Generations (1994) 
and made a brief appearance in an episode 
of Star Trek: Voyager. Currendy, no other 
former Tar is enjoying more success on the 
LPGA Tour than Julie Larsen Piers '84. 
Piers ranked 35 th on the tour money list in 
1996 after finishing 22nd in 1995. She 
earned her first LPGA Tour victory in the 
1995 Edina Realty LPGA Classic. 
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The men's team had its share of success in 
the 70s and early '80s, and featured several 
excellent players, principally Mike Nicolette 
78, Scott Cooke '80, and Mark Diamond 
'83. After finishing as tournament runner-up 
in 1969, the Tars claimed their first NCAA 
men's golf championship during the 1970 
season. Rollins also earned a second-place 
finish during the 1977 championships. The 
team enjoyed a streak of 14 consecutive 
appearances in NCAA or NAIA national 
championships from 1969 to 1983. Since 
1970, Rollins has competed in the national 

Championship and finished ninth individually 
in the 1982 NCAA Tournament. As a pro, 
Diamond played in the 1985 U.S. Open and 
on the South American and Asian tours from 
1989-92. Recently, he, Cooke, Nicolette, 
and Rob Oppenheim '03 were named to the 
Sunshine State Conference's Silver Anni- 
versary team. 

After a six-year absence, the Rollins men 
returned to the NCAA Tournament in 1989 
and finished 8th out of 17 teams. In his seven 
years as head coach, Kyle Frakes has led Rollins 
to the championships five times. Their team 

turnover and undistinguished team play, but 
players such as Pam Darmstadt '82, Wendy 
Beerbower '86, and Sarah Abplanalp '86 won 
several tournaments and upheld the Rollins 
tradition. The 1990s were a particularly 
fruitful decade for the Lady Tars, however, as 
Rollins claimed three national championships 
and finished second on five other occasions. 

In 2002, the Tars women came up just short 
of claiming their eighth national champi- 
onship, as they finished second. Rollins 
claimed back-to-back national tides in 1991 
and 1992 and regained the championship in

tournament 18 times and finished out of the 
top 10 only once (14th in 1983). 

Nicolette won the 1976 NCAA Division II 
Golf Championship. As a pro, he won die 
1983 Bay Hill Classic in Orlando in a playoff 
against Greg Norman, and also was twice 
runner-up (1991 and 1992) at the Southern 
Farm Bureau Classic. Back injuries ended a 
10-year PGA Tour career, but not a golf career. 
Nicolette, who used to tinker with golf clubs 
in the basement as a youngster, once designed 
a "roll-face" putter from a copper pipe and a 
shaft. "It didn't work very well," he said. He 
started as a club representative at PING in 
1989. For the past seven years, he's been a 
research specialist for the golf club manufactur- 
er. Nicolette's role is to assist in designing and 
critiquing high-tech clubs, although he 
personally puts clubs to the test. "I still have 
the itch to play," he said. "You never lose that. 
When it's in your blood you want to play." 

Cooke was a three-time Division II Ail- 
American and All-Sunshine State Conference 
who helped the Tars to SSC championships in 
1977 and 1979 and three top-ten NCAA 
finishes. Diamond was a four-rime first team 
All-American from 1980-83 for the Tars and 
led the Tars to the 1982 SSC Championship. 
He tied for medalist honors at the 1981 SSC 

was third in the 1994 and 1997 champi- 
onships, then won both the NCAA Division 
II and Sunshine State Conference tides in 
2002. 

The most dominant men's player of the last 
decade has been Oppenheim of Andover, 
Massachusetts. Oppenheim began as the 
1998-99 Sunshine State Conference Freshman 
of the Year, then finished by being named the 
NCAA Division II Player of the Year at the 
conclusion of his senior season. He was also 
named a Division II First Team All-American 
for four years, Sunshine State All-Conference 
for four years, and to the District III South 
Team for four years. He was selected by the 
Golf Coaches Association of America to 
compete in the U.S.-Japan Collegiate Golf 
Championship in 2001. 

In 1999, Oppenheim qualified for match 
play in the U.S. Amateur Championship at 
Pebble Beach and won a pair of elimination 
battles before being ousted from the presti- 
gious event in the round-of-16. That is, he 
finished in the top 16 in a field of 312 
qualifiers, which had been pared down from 
an original group of more than 8,000 who 
tried to earn a trip to the tournament. 

The 1980s were something of a downtime 
in Rollins women's golf, with coaching 

1994. The lady Tars finished second in 1990, 
1993, and 1995, then second in the inaugural 
NCAA Division II/III Championship in 
1996. In 1999, the Tars placed second to 
Florida Southern. 

Several Tars have enjoyed individual success 
at the NCGA and NCAA level. Debbie 
Pappas '93, won three Division II national 
championships. Bettina Walker '89 claimed a 
pair of NCGA tides while at Rollins. Cherie 
Hansen '96 was the 1996 NCAA Division II 
"Golfer-of-the-Year." Jennifer Toilette '97 
posted three second-place and one third-place 
finish in her four trips to the National 
Championship. Shruti Khanna '98 tied for 
third in the 1997 NCAA Division II/III 
Championships and earned Ail-American 
honors in each of her four collegiate seasons. 
Last season, the Tars had three players in the 
top ten: Freddie Seeholzer '04, Jennifer 
Beames '03, and Lena Mathies '01. 

Thanks to strong coaching and scholarship 
support, Rollins golf is continuing its tradition 
of above-par performance into the 21st 
century. No doubt the College will see many 
more prominent names added to the 
pantheon of great players who have carried 
Rollins golf to national prominence. ■

In recent years, Rollins 

has more than doubled its 

number of endowed 

chairs in a strategy aimed 

at retaining its prominent 

educators.

t may be hard for many people at Rollins College to recall a time when Barbara Carson was not 

a part of the English department or to imagine the day she won't be. 

So, awarding her more job incentives, in the form of an endowed college professor's chair, 

might look to some people like a $ 1 -million folly. 

But, in effect, the award is part of an at least initially successful strategy by the Winter Park 

college to safeguard its future in an increasingly competitive batde for student market share. 

In an effort to compete in an ever-changing academic environment, the liberal arts college of 1,640 

students is betting its future on being able to keep together a nucleus of 20 to 30 prominent faculty 

members. 

"Rollins knows I'm here for the duration. There is no threat I would go someplace else," said Carson, 

who has taught English at the Winter Park college, as a part-time adjunct professor, an assistant 

professor, an associate professor, a full professor, and now as an endowed professor, since the early 1970s. 

"I will be carried out of the classroom, probably still clutching my chalk." 

When that day comes, Carson might be gone, but Rollins—with all due respect to its award- 

winning and popular teacher, researcher, and writer—is hoping not to miss a beat. 

The key to the Rollins strategy is that the chairs' endowments allow the College to replace top 

professors with someone of similar credentials because the money is available in perpetuity. 

Rollins' reputation rose significantly in the past decade as one of the Souths better liberal-arts 

colleges and small, regional universities, as measured by guidebooks like U.S. News & World Report's 

annual college edition, and by the school's steadily rising freshmen entrance test scores. 

But maintaining that level is another matter, and Rollins faces a daunting challenge from the 

calendar. Many of the top faculty members, whose personal reputations have been like balloons helping 

to lift the College's image, are getting older. 

In 2001, Rollins wrapped up a $l60.2-million fund-raising campaign to pay for new buildings, 

programs, departments, scholarships, and other wish-list items. While other liberal-arts colleges might 

have poured nearly all of the donations into bricks or student financial aid, Rollins President Rita 

Bornstein and the School's board of trustees decided to spend a big chunk of that money on the faculty. 

They encouraged donors to support an aggressive strategy to reward—and lock in—as many top 

professors as possible, by giving them the ultimate honor in academia: endowed chairs. The chairs each 

are full professor jobs backed by endowments of $1 million or more to assure that certain levels of 

money and prestige will always be available for the position no matter who occupies it. 

"What we're looking for is to significantly improve the quality of the College and to extend its 

reputation for quality. And it seemed obvious to us that one very good index of a high-quality 

faculty is the number of endowed chairs you have and can use to reward and retain the outstanding 

faculty you have, or go out and attract some of the best in the country," Bornstein said. 

Carson's position, called the Theodore Bruce and Barbara Lawrence Alfond Chair of 

English, thanks to a gift from that couple, is one of 14 professorships that Rollins has promot- 

ed to endowed chairs in the past seven years. That gives the College 23 endowed chairs among 

175 professors' jobs. 
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Rollins still is behind a handful of highly endowed schools, 

such as the University of Richmond (Virginia), which has 39 

endowed chairs among 250 professors. But, by and large, Rollins 

has climbed ahead of the most prestigious, comparably sized liber- 

al-arts colleges in the South, such as Furman University in 

Greenville, South Carolina, Trinity University in San Antonio, or 

the University of the South, in Sewanee, Tennessee. 

The University of Central Florida, by comparison, has 12 

endowed chairs sprinkled through a faculty almost five times as 

large as Rollins'. 

At Rollins now, one of every eight full-time professors has an 

endowed chair, with more in the works. 

"That's really remarkable," said John Stohlton, executive direc- 

tor of the American Association of Independent College and 

University Presidents. "It's a well-thought-through strategy. If you

have the resources and the money, that's what faculty look 

for. You can attract senior faculty. There are a number of 

universities that try to do that. The Ivy League universi- 

ties do that. They have the financial support to bring in 

senior faculty. It's harder to do for the smaller colleges." 

Yet an urgency is building. 

Rollins' dilemma is one facing all of higher education 

as the 21st century opens, but especially midlevel private 

colleges. Growth in higher education was phenomenal in 

the 1960s and early 1970s because of the Vietnam War, 

the GI Bill, and the economic evolution that suddenly 

demanded college degrees for everyone. Colleges every- 

where expanded, and many small, liberal-arts colleges like 

Rollins doubled to absorb student demand. That meant 

doubling their faculty. 

Thirty years later, all those new professors have 

bubbled to the top. They are now the senior faculty. But 

the bubble is about to pop, because many of them at 

Rollins and most other colleges are about to retire. And 

those who don't will find rapidly increasing demand for 

their talent and experience. 
How can schools like Rollins keep top professors 

motivated to work harder, teach better, and think deeper? 

How to keep them from leaving prematurely? How to 

make sure their talent level and dedication are matched by 

successors? How to make people believe that the college 

really is more than a sum of best current generation of 

professors? 
"We are going to be beautifully positioned, because we have 

these endowed chairs, so when we need to go out and recruit for 

the very best, accomplished scholar-teachers in the country, this 

gives us a real competitive advantage," Bornstein said. 

So far, almost all of Rollins' newly endowed chairs have gone to 

professors who were already on the College's faculty. 

"This is an extraordinary faculty," Bornstein said. "The reputa- 

tion that the College has earned over the years rests almost entirely 

on the work of the faculty. That has not been sufficiently recog- 

nized, nor rewarded, so we have been trying to make adjustments 

to compensations and benefits, and to provide increased support 

for sabbaticals for research, for study, and for travel, and for the 

pinnacle of all rewards, the endowed chairs." 
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Bornstein acknowledged that 

she risks losing some of her 

top professors to competing 

colleges as talent and experi- 

ence become harder for 

everyone to find. And sometimes the en- 

dowments are enticements for professors 

to consider postponing retirement. 

"I agreed to stay longer at Rollins. I'm 

getting close to retirement," said Linda 

DeTure, an education professor who said 

it was her life mission to teach elementary 

school teachers to teach science. Rollins 

awarded her the Richard James Mertz 

Chair of Education last fall. "My hus- 

band retired this year. We're living in dif- 

ferent cities. We've been commuting for 

some time. I was thinking of leaving. 

But because of the chair, I am able to do 

some things I haven't been able to do in a 

while, and I'm just going to enjoy it." 

Theater professor Joseph Nassif, who 

has directed Rollins' theater arts and 

dance department for 20 years, said he 

also thought about retiring soon. But 

when he was awarded the Winifred M. 

Warden Chair in Theatre Arts and Dance 

in 2000, he decided not only to stay

but to look for ways to work even more. 

"Every endowed chair has a responsi- 

bility. It fires. It triggers. It fuels that person. 

It accelerates the academy," Nassif said. 

"An endowed chair isn't just a gratuity. If it 

is, you're giving it to the wrong person. It 

has to be given to someone who uses it as a 

stimulus. 

"That worries me," Nassif said. 

"Because now, I've got to find that 5th 

gear. I've got to shift into that 5th gear. At 

my age (63) after 20 years, it's going to be 

tougher." 

Unique among Rollins' newly endowed 

chairs is one for Bornstein, announced in 

October 2001 in what she insisted was a 

complete surprise. A $10-million gift creat- 

ed the Harriet W Cornell Memorial Chair 

of Distinguished Presidential Leadership, 

the first endowed chair for a college presi- 

dent in the country. Bornstein and all 

her successors may get about $50,000 a 

year in discretionary funds. 

Donors' gifts can help build new class- 

room buildings, new sports facilities, or 

new student service centers. They can endow 

scholarships. They can fund academic 

programs ranging from science experiments 

to student travel. It takes a minimum of 

$ 1 million to endow a professor's chair. 

Bornstein and other Rollins admin- 

istrators insist they struck a balance. 

Rollins put almost $27 million from 

the campaign into scholarship endow- 

ments and is spending another $41 

million on bricks and mortar. The total 

from the campaign going into faculty 

endowments: almost $24 million. 

Most also agree with Nassif's con- 

tention that they feel pressure—from 

themselves but also from the administra- 

tion—to find ways to work harder, teach 

better, research more and become better, 

all-around professors. 

In the fall, chemistry professor Erich 

Blossey, who had been at Rollins for 

37 years, was awarded the D.J. and 

J.M. Cram Chair of Chemistry. 

Now he believes he must live up to 

the name: Donald Cram, a 1941 Rollins 

graduate who died last summer, won the 

Nobel Prize for chemistry in 1987. 

"What this does is raise the expecta- 

tions for me," Blossey said. "I think the 

general thing is more of a leadership role. 

The scholarship, I think we're all interested 

in our fields and we want to do that. We 

also want to be good teachers. But I think 

in addition to that the chairs, for most of 

us, have added, let's say, a more visible 

responsibility for leadership." 

At Rollins the chairs typically include 

salary increases in the neighborhood of 

$5,000 per year. The professors say their 

real appeal, though, is in prestige, recogni- 

tion, job freedom, and discretionary mon- 

ey for research, travel, and other expenses. 

And those create outside opportunities 

—and consequently marketing opportu- 

nities for the College. Endowed professors 

are typically in more demand at national 

and international conferences, and their 

research grant applications and publica- 

tion queries tend to get warmer receptions. 

DeTure parlayed her new chair quickly 

into a research conference in Panama this 

month. Philosophy professor Hoyt Edge, 

awarded the Hugh F. and Jeannette G. 

McKean Chair in 1997, recalled, "I 

immediately applied afterwards for an 

external grant. I think the fact that I could 

list that I was an endowed professor helped 

in the success of that grant." 

But what can endowed chairs do for 

students? Would most students even care? 

Some might notice the title and have 

higher expectations. Others, such as 

DeTure's student Kathryn Cypherd, a 
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senior from Orlando studying to be 

an elementary science teacher, say 

they benefit immediately from mate- 

rials the professor is able to obtain 

and opportunities they can create 

with a name. 

But most students probably care 

less about professors' titles than word- 

of-mouth opinions of other students. 

And one of the primary benefits of 

an endowed chair is that the profes- 

sors are relieved from teaching as 

many classes. So fewer students will 

take their courses. Traditionally, en- 

dowed chairs have been the tool of re- 

search universities, freeing professors 

from classrooms. For liberal-arts 

schools, the purpose gets grayer. "The 

expectation in each case is that the 

person should be able to excel in 

teaching, scholarship, and in service 

capacities," said Provost James Malek, 

who is in charge of the faculty. "We're 

trying to find people who are good at 

all three." Carson's primary expertise is 

in Southern women's literature, but 

she also has done some nationally rec- 

ognized research into what students 

think of their professors. "What 

makes professors happy will make 

students happy," she argues. 

"Students always benefit when fac- 

ulty members grow," Carson said. "To 

the extent that this challenges us to be 

our best, I think the students are 

bound to benefit." 

Ultimately, Carson noted, the 

professor has freedom to mold the en- 

dowed chair position into whatever he 

or she wants. At schools like Rollins, 

few, if any professors, value research 

over teaching. 

"If I had my druthers, I would love 

to see this primarily as a teaching 

chair, for someone who is active in 

scholarship, who publishes, but who is 

known for making a difference in stu- 

dents' lives," she said. ■

Twelve Rollins students who traveled to the Dominican Republic last May will 

never again see life in quite the same way. The trip was the culmination of a 

semester-long course, Sustainable Development in the Dominican Republic, where 

students learned first-hand of the challenges facing Third World countries. They 

also saw how significant change is being affected by the efforts of several Rollins 

faculty and alumni who are devoting their lives to making a difference, living 

the words of Ghandi, who suggested, "Be the change you want to see in the world." 
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Barefoot and shirtless, the dark-eyed 

boy in tattered clothing approached 

Jennifer Woodstock '02 holding a beat- 

up coffee can filled with shiny rare 

gemstones of larimar. "When I asked if I 

could see them, within three minutes 

every child, mother, grandmother, even 

one man, came to me offering their 

stones," said Woodstock. "I was instantly 

overwhelmed." 

Woodstock, who was visiting the 

Dominican Republic as part of a Rollins 

College course on sustainable develop- 

ment, had walked with classmate Michael 

Simpson '03 to the small rural village of 

Bahoruco, where larimar stone mining 

and fishing are the only sources of work 

for the villagers. 

Simpson asked two women in the 

group, "If you could do any job, what 

would it be?" 
"Anything, we would do anything that 

would bring money," 

they responded. 

The Rollins 

students learned that 

there were simply no 

work opportunities 

for these women; only 

the men were allowed 

to fish. The two 

women were surviv- 

ing—barely—in a 

two-room shack 

shared with six other 

women and six 

children, on money 

sent to them by a male 

family member who 

had gone to the U.S. 

to work. 

As Woodstock, 

Simpson and their 10 

classmates can attest, 

learning first-hand 

about poverty and the 

other challenges 

facing a Third World 

country is very 

different from 

classroom learning. Their 11-day trip to 

the impoverished countryside of the D.R. 

was the enlightening capstone of this 

experience. 

The beautiful turquoise water and 

swaying palm trees the students saw as 

they flew into the D.R.'s capital city of 

Santo Domingo were reminiscent of the 

shores of their departure city of Miami. 

But the similarities between the two 

countries stopped there. 

Christina Hoffman '02 was immedi- 

ately struck by the trash and rubble 

carelessly scattered everywhere. "I was 

shocked that the D.R. does not have a 

trash disposal system," she said. "In the 

U.S., we are so aware of the term 

'littering,' but I don't think the term is 

even conceptualized by many people in 

the D.R." 
There were many other differences: 

dirt roads, crumbling concrete houses 

with dented tin roofs, 15-year-olds with 

babies, and ghetto-like villages—like the 

one they visited with Rollins College 

Distinguished Professor of International 

Service Manuel Vargas, who serves as the 

general director of the D.R. president's 

Plan Against Poverty. He showed the 

students first-hand what life is like for 

many Dominicans when they attended a 

celebration to commemorate the building 

of a concrete walkway on what was once 

a trash-laden muddy slope. "The walk- 

way descended well over a city block 

through poorly constructed houses and 

ended at a foul-smelling road," Freshman 

Steven Leopoldo was struck by how it 

was accomplished. "The people who 

lived in the tiny houses worked to build 

the walkway themselves with funds from 

the government." 

Students also met 16-year-old Jennifer 

and her 8-month-old daughter at the 

event, where they learned more about the 

poverty of the nation. According to 

Vargas, 50 to 60 percent of the D.R.'s 

residents live below the poverty line in 

terms of basic needs: running water, 

bathroom facilities, and electricity. 

After a couple of days in Santo 

Domingo, the group began a journey 

through much of the country where 

impoverished villages with unpainted 

homes the size of dorm rooms gave new 

meaning to the term "porch community." 

At the first rest stop, they were greeted by 

two poor, disheveled children who 

begged, "Americano? Peso?" 

The students learned a lot during the 

drives through the villages. "We were able 

to see the people in their own environ- 

ment, engaged in their everyday sched- 

ules," said Hoffman. "We saw the houses 

they lived in, the way they moved about, 

social interaction, their responses to us as 

we drove by, the resources they had ... or 

I should say lacked (such as water and 

available land), and the ways they tried to 

make money, such as by selling items 

along the street or running small busi- 

nesses out of their shacks." 
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Being the Change 
Like those he now helps as the Dominican 

Republic's general director of the Presidential 
Plan Against Poverty, Manuel Vargas grew up 
in an extremely poor Dominican family. His 
father worked on a sugarcane plantation in 
the southeastern province of San Pedro de 
Macoris, where his mother saw the way out 
for her eight children. "She knew education 
was the key," said Vargas, whose belief in 
social capital and solidarity among the poor 
helped him break out of the cycle of poverty. 

Following his mother's advice, Vargas came to the U.S., where he received bachelor's, 
master's, and Ph.D. degrees in anthropology from the University of Florida. In 1992, he 
became a professor of anthropology at Rollins, where his love for teaching blossomed. But he 
didn't forget his homeland. 

Life changed dramatically for Vargas in May 2000, when he put his 
responsibilities at the beautiful and serene campus in Winter Park on 
hold to accept the position as the D.R. president's right-hand man in 
charge of diminishing poverty-an enormous task. "I decided to do this 
because I wanted to help," he said. "I wanted to take my education and 
make a difference." 

Although he was already familiar with the challenges facing his 

v homeland, Vargas has been shocked at the extent of poverty in the 
D.R. "I didn't know the poverty was so pervasive," he said. 

For Vargas, whose office is located in the D.R.'s capital of Santo Domingo, a typical day 
involves spending 15 to 17 hours interacting with 100 to 200 residents throughout the country 
—visiting villages, asking questions of the citizens, and instituting changes. His objective: to 
help as many people as possible. "My hope is to help the indigent to overcome their poverty 
or to be better off two years from now," he said. 

And he is doing just that. In just a year and a half, Vargas and his team of government 
officials have been involved in: 

■ Passing a law requiring that 
free and good healthcare be 
available to all 

■ Building 3,000 houses 
throughout the country with 
government funding 

■ Investing in farming to 
alleviate hunger 

■ Promoting ecotourism to help 
the economy and preserve 
the environment 

■ Financing small industries 

■ Opening more than 200 day- 
care centers in poor neigh- 
borhoods 

■ Providing drinking water to 
more than 75,000 people 

While he admittedly misses academia, Vargas plans to remain in Santo Domingo indefinitely 
helping the citizens of his homeland. 
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Residents of a poor neighborhood in Santo Domingo offer words 
of praise and appreciation to Manuel Vargas (center) for his efforts 
to improve their community.

The sight of emaciated beings in 

search of food sobered the breathtaking 

views of the island landscapes and 

colorful billboards, posters, and 

buildings. Small mopeds served as 

taxis or as transportation for carrying 

home the family dinner—a live 

chicken held by the throat. Televisions, 

radios, posters, signs, and "talking" 

vans promoted the upcoming 

election (80 percent of Dominicans 

vote, the Rollins students learned, 

compared to 40 percent in the U.S.). 

One excursion took the students 

to Neiba, a village near the southwest 



border of the country, where they visited 

two Rollins graduates assisting in the 

efforts to reduce poverty by educating 

locals. In an area where the ecology is full 

of rare and amazing items, Dorcas 

Gilmore '00 and Chad Harris '00 have 

been running an eco-tourism school, 

which they opened over a year ago, for 

local residents. The Rollins students 

visited a nearby salt lake, which had been 

separated from the ocean centuries ago 

by mountains formed by the collision of 

two landmasses. 

In their travels, students also learned 

of the country's widespread problem with 

disease caused by contaminated drinking 

water. The disease affects 300,000 people 

annually and is the leading cause of death 

in children ages 1 through 4. They 

visited one rural village where volunteers 

are working with Rollins chemistry 

professor Pedro Bernal to distribute 

water-purification filters that remove 

bugs, dirt, and bacteria from the water. 

Perhaps their most shocking experi- 

ence was an encounter with a prostitute 

who was seven-months pregnant, had 

two young children, a husband in jail, 

and was surviving on her own. She had 

begun her career at age 16 in a country

where child prostitution is common and 

a draw for foreigners visiting the 

country. This woman, who sees seven to 

eight clients a night, earns in one night 

as a prostitute what she made in one 

week in a factory. "The pollution of 

poverty breeds desperation," Woodstock 

wrote in her class journal. Junior 

Catherine Hincapie learned at a seminar 

she attended on the subject that many of 

the prostitutes "prefer to live five years 

with the devil and then reconcile and 

live the rest of their lives in peace." 

Students' eyes were also opened to 

the plight of sugarcane workers from 

neighboring Haiti, the poorest of the 

Latin American countries, who cross the 

border to find work in the D.R. Political 

science professor Michael Gunter, who 

co-taught the class and accompanied the 

students on the trip with anthropology 

professor Pedro Pequeno, described the 

students' visit to the "bateyes" where 

these workers live just north of San 

Pedro de Macoris. "The bateyes are 

among the poorest in the nation and 

often draw comparisons to old slavery 

huts in the ante-bellum South of the 

United States," he said. "They house 

Haitian immigrants, both legal and 

illegal, who work for just a few hundred 

Dominican pesos a week-but can go for 

as long as six months without being 

paid. Students were particularly enlight- 

ened when they spoke with several of 

these immigrants." 

With such experiences etched in their 

minds, the students returned to the U.S. 

filled with renewed appreciation for the 

luxuries of home and lasting memories of 

their trip. 

"This travel lab was a turning point 

in my life. I have a clearer understanding 

of what I want to do in my life, what I 

am truly passionate about, and what is 

really important to me," said Melissa 

Dempsey '03. Which is exactly the goal 

for Rollins. 
"Trips like this one give students an 

education about social and cultural 
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Creating Change 
Through Chemistry 

Chemistry professor Pedro Bernal has 
witnessed first-hand the impact the out-of- 
classroom experience can have on 
students. Since 1996, he and other Rollins 
professors, including Tom Cook, Robert 
Lemon, and Arnold Wettstein, have 
accompanied Rollins students on service- 
learning trips to the Dominican Republic. 
"When students go to an impoverished 
place like this and work on painting and 
construction projects in rural communities, it 
opens their eyes to how a culture can be 
different from theirs and opens the door for 
conversations," Bernal said. 

A D.R. native with a desire to bring about 
change in his country, Bernal became 
involved in the D.R. as a volunteer in 1992, 
when he participated with a church group 
that went to the country to distribute water- 
purification devices. "The water problems in 
the D.R. are widespread and severe in the 
rural areas," he said. 

In 1998, when Hurricane Georges swept 
through the country, a relief organization 
contacted Bernal to see if he would bring 
some of the filters down to assist in the relief

efforts. "This was a bit of a watershed for this 
project," he said, with no pun intended. From 
there, the project grew tremendously. 

Since then, with the help of students and

volunteers, and partial funding from the 
Associated Colleges of the South, Bernal 
has distributed more than 3,000 filters to 
more than 40 communities, helping an 
estimated 18,000 people. His enthusiasm 
and determination to make a difference has 
had a tremendous impact on his students, 
including one who has made this project a 
big part of her current life's mission. 

Liz Thiele '01 recently headed back down 
to the D.R. for her seventh time. As a 
student, she accompanied Bernal on three 
summer and three Winter Term trips to the 
D.R. This time, she will remain in the country 
for 12 months, spending her days on a 
cocoa plantation doing research to improve 
the fermentation process for chocolate, and 
her evenings and weekends distributing the 
filters. 

Laveta Stewart '00 went to the D.R. five 
times and is now studying public health as a 
result of her involvement there. Jenn 
McCluan '00 felt so strongly after her first 
visit to the D.R. her sophomore year that 
she visited the country three more times 
before graduating as class valedictorian. 
Two young alumni, Tenicia '00 and Carl 
Lewis '00, went to work in the D.R. after 
graduating. 

Bernal has found a lot of satisfaction in 
seeing the life-changing impact service- 
learning projects can have on students. "In 
order to make sense of yourself, you have to 
figure out what you owe other people," he 
said. "We hope our students who go to the 
D.R. return with that understanding." 

The residents of the Dominican Republic need your help. According to Professor 
Pedro Bernal, more than 1.5 million water-filtration systems are needed to solve the 
country's water-contamination problems. Each filter costs $30 and helps about six 
people.

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issues that cannot be learned in the 

classroom," said Professor Pequeno. 

Rollins hopes that it will also lead 

them to realize that life is for service. 

"You'll find those words—'life is for 

service'—engraved in stone in a 

walkway at Rollins," said Dean of the 

Faculty Roger Casey. "Knowledge 

cannot be divorced from practical 

application. Service is the most useful 

of those practical applications, and 

we are fortunate that through a 

number of connections unique to 

Rollins, our students and faculty have 

an opportunity to serve and learn 

along with our Dominican partners." 

In fact, Rollins is in the process of 

planning a service-learning trip to the 

D.R. for Rollins students in May 2003. 

As with the other Rollins students 

who were humbled on this trip to the 

D.R., senior Devin Chapman's 

experience filled him with passion to 

make a difference. "Hopefully, for all 

of us, a greater consciousness has 

evolved about where we are in this 

world, and what our capabilities are 

as members of the earth's global 

community. I feel appalled coming 

back to my country and seeing all the 

waste, flamboyance, and brashness of 

our actions and choices. Material 

accumulation and the pursuit of self 

interests have deteriorated our culture 

to a point of neuroticism," he said. 

"After seeing all we saw, and experi- 

encing everything we did, it would be 

a slap in the face to everyone down 

there if we didn't work to make this 

world a better place." ■

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One Village at a Time 

Dorcas Raejeana Gilmore '00 and 
Chad Harris '00 gave up the "good life" 
in the United States to teach computers 
and English to the residents in and 
around Neiba, a small village in the 
Dominican Republic bordering Haiti. 
Although this young couple has not had 
access to the "finer things in life" since 
the fail of 2001, they are very fulfilled in 
their lives. 

"Sure, we are hours from a restaurant, 
and when Chad recently got ill, we were 
reminded of the need for accessible and 
reliable healthcare," Gilmore said. "But 
we started something here, and we are 
watching it grow." 

Gilmore and Harris are the only two 
teachers at an ecotourism school that 
was established by Rollins professor 
Manuel Vargas, who is assisting the 
government of his native country in 
fighting poverty. The objective of the 
school is to teach local residents how to 
provide services to tourists while utilizing 
and protecting their natural surroundings 
and resources. 

"This form of tourism is more gentle on 
the physical environment than classical 
tourism," Vargas said. "For example, a 
classical hotel would destroy mangroves, 
not pay attention to the environment, and 
not provide interaction between tourists 
and locals." 

Gilmore and Harris teach local 
residents in a small building that also 
contains their living quarters. Their goal 

is to educate the villagers in 
the four poorest southern 
provinces of the country 
about the ecological 
diversity of their surround- 
ings. For example, Lago 
Enriquillo, the largest salt 
lake in the Antilles, which is 
three times saltier than the 
Caribbean Sea and 
inhabited by 500 
crocodiles, is located in this 
region, as are two species 
of iguanas, several national 
parks, mountains, beach- 

es, and freshwater lakes. Once the 
locals have learned how to provide eco- 
tourism businesses, the goal will be for 
tourists to stay in the homes of the 
locals, ride on the mules of the region, 
and learn about the environment from 
residents. 

Gilmore and Harris have already 
helped 250 people in a region where the 
illiteracy rate is 60 percent. "This is an 
amazing opportunity to develop resources 
to help people," they told the group of 
Rollins students who visited them last 
May. The couple hopes to eventually 
add classes in history, geography, and 
sociology to their cumiculum. 

"I challenge alumni to experience life 
outside of their immediate environments, 
to think about the privileges they have 
that are not shared by the majority of the 
world, and to then think even more 
critically about our human responsibility to 
others," Gilmore said. 

Harris added, "Always question your 
world views. Too often we become 
accustomed to analyzing life through the 
same conceptual framework. We should 
strive to have experiences, whether 
reading a book, traveling to a foreign 
country, or working with local low-income 
families, which raise doubts, reveal 
alternative perspectives, or provide 
additional knowledge. Only by challeng- 
ing our, and others', world views will there 
be change in the world."

Golf is her business ■ Rollins' 

most accomplished professional 

golfer, Jane Blalock, came to the 

College from her home state of New 

Hampshire without being recruited, 

at a time when women's golf was lit- 

tle more than a club team. Her fa- 

ther, a native of St. Petersburg, had 

seen the Rollins campus as a young 

man and never forgot it. So, when 

his daughter was looking at colleges, 

he convinced her to check it out. 

She did, and never looked back. 

"We put our own tournaments 

together at Rollins," Jane Blalock 

said, "and tennis coach Ginny Mack 

coached us part-time. We put pres- 

sure on the administration to 

change things for us, though." 

A history major, Blalock spent 

her first year out of school teaching high-school history and gov- 

ernment. But her passion for golf was tugging at her, and she left 

teaching to take a job at the Ocean Reef Club in the Florida 

Keys, which was run by legendary golf teaching pro Bob Toski. 

"I worked at the club, did odd jobs, took bribes to get people off 

the course sooner," she said. "I just wanted to be a good amateur 

golfer, but Toski took my game to another level." 

She won the New England Amateur title, then joined the 

professional tour. In what went on to be an illustrious 12-year 

career, Blalock made the cut in a women's-record 299 consecu- 

tive tournaments. She won 29 of them, leaving her one short of 

automatic induction into the LPGA Hall of Fame. She won two 

Colgate Triple Crown Titles and two ladies World 

Championship titles. 
"I didn't really have a mentor on the tour, but my idol was 

Mickey Wright, who dominated the women's tour in the '50s 

and '60s and retired young," Blalock 

said. "I always modeled myself after 

JoAnne Carner, especially her personal- 

ity and competitive nature, and Nancy 

Lopez, who I see a lot now on the 

Senior Tour. Now people come up to 

me saying, 'I used to follow you when I 

was little.' I take it as a compliment." 

Blalock has authored two books on 

golf and serves as a golf analyst for 

ESPN and Fox Network. But she puts 

most of her efforts into the Jane Blalock 

Company, a company she has owned 

and managed since 1987. The Boston- 

based golf marketing company works 

with corporations and charitable orga- 

nizations all over the United States to 

put on golf events and fund-raisers. 

The firm runs big celebrity events, such 

as a recent one outside Boston that fea- 

tured Matt Damon, and the MasterCard Celebrity Challenge, 

which has raised more than $100,000 for inner-city children 

over the last 11 years. Blalock also started the LPGA Golf 

Clinics for Women in 1991. The clinics were the first of their 

kind, aimed at helping professional women become more at 

ease with playing golf and raising funds for the Susan G. Komen 

Breast Cancer Foundation. In 1995, the Komen Foundation 

awarded Blalock its Volunteerism Award for bringing together 

the LPGA, the Gillette Company, and the Foundation. 

"I was given the gift of physical coordination, and golf gave 

me a livelihood, so I wanted to give back. I also want to bring to 

corporate leaders more awareness of the importance of women 

as professionals and consumers; most still tend to focus on men's 

events. But golf is also a great way to bring awareness to charita- 

ble organizations, and everyone involved gets to play on big, 

beautiful courses while contributing to good causes."

Exploring the corporate world in Mexico ■ A four-year starter 

on the soccer team at Rollins, Peter Porto claims "the pre-season 

'boot camps' and Coach Gordie Howell's disciplinary coaching 

standards did wonders in preparing me for the rigors of business 

life." Something must have worked, because Porto has created a 

highly successful career as an international insurance executive. 

After Rollins, Porto earned a master's degree in international man- 

agement at the American Graduate School of International 

Management. His career began at Johnson & Higgins Insurance 

Brokers in New York, where he worked as a trainee in the International 

Division before being transferred in 1985 to his native Brazil. 

In 1991, Porto accepted a position with Zurich Insurance 

Company in Zurich, Switzerland as assistant to regional manage- 

ment for Latin America. Over the next 15 months, he also was part 

of a team of underwriting support for the U.S.A. and Canada in 

large property/casualty risks. 

In mid-1992, Zurich acquired an insurance company in 

Mexico, Seguros Chapultepec S A., and Porto was transferred there 

as vice president of the International & Corporate Division for 

Mexico/Central America. In 1997, under a new company name, 

Zurich Compania de Seguros S.A., he was promoted to president 

of Enterprise Risk, a strategic business unit formed to manage not

Goldman went on to write children's books and scripts, including 

one of the books in the Doug series en tided A Day With Dirtbike and 

several episodes of Dragon Tales entided "Hide and Can't Seek" and 

"Dragonscouts." She has also written advertising copy, and she won a 

National Television Award in 2001. 

Goldman still plays tennis, enjoys traveling, and loves to eat and 

drink—a passion that has led to her latest business venture: Tour de 

Forks, a restaurant tour business in Australia. 

"I first got to Australia through my business and life partner, who is 

an expatriate Australian," she said. "Tour de Forks was the brainchild 

of our friend and well-known Australian chef George Biron, who ap- 

proached us to promote and market the restaurant tour.

Welch had never been in an air- 

plane before coming down to 

Rollins from her native 

Pordand, Maine to play tennis. 

Now, her job takes her all over 

the world. Since being robbed 

of a career as a player by knee 

injuries, Welch has become a leading international referee who 

has refFed nearly every major tournament. And while she says 

the job can be thankless in that "fans typically notice the referee 

only after a bad call," Welch has built a sterling reputation 

among players and peers. 

After college, Welch worked as a tennis pro in Falmouth, Maine 

and then at Sea Pines Club in Hilton Head Island, where the direc- 

tor got her involved in officiating for the Family Circle Cup. She 

liked the work, and went to school to learn to be a line judge. 

She left Sea Pines in 1991 to become a full-time ref, and 

since then has traveled on the American Tennis Professionals 

(ATP) and World Tennis Association (WTA) tours, working 

her way up to Grand Slam tournaments. She has officiated at 

six Australian Opens, five French Opens, eight U.S. Opens, and 

11 Wimbledon tournaments. She also served as a line judge 

during the 1996 Atlanta Olympics and chair ref at the 2000 

Sydney Olympics. 

Referees have to work 100 matches per year to maintain cer- 

tification, and 200 matches a year to work the top tournaments. 

Welch's travel schedule is grueling. Late in 2002, for example, 

she went on a tour that took her to Quebec City, Moscow, 

Bratislava, Linz, Austria, and then Los Angeles before taking six 

weeks off. 
Welch recently diversified her training by attending the 

International Tennis Federation (ITF) chair school, which quali- 

fied her as a chair umpire, and she is working on mastering her 

third of four referee badge levels. "I wasn't sure about going to 

chair school," she said. "They look for your image and presence 

in the chair, how you handle players and crowds, how you 

handle outside interference. You're in charge of all questions of 

fact and tennis law. 

"As a chair umpire, sometimes I go with the line judge's 

decision; other times I have to overrule them. At the U.S. Open 

or other major tournaments, everyone is so well-trained, it's best 

for me to stay out of their way. The less you see the chair umpire, 

the better." 

Pro amateur ■ So much attention focuses on professional 

golf that many people do not realize the exciting amateur com- 

petition that thrives in its shadow. Every two years, the Walker 

Cup, the amateur equivalent of the Ryder Cup for pros, rotates 

between the United States, England, and Ireland. The captain 

of the 2003 Walker Cup team that will compete in Yorkshire, 

England next August is Rollins graduate Bob Lewis '67 

'69MBA. 
Lewis agreed to attend boarding school in Rhode Island if 

he could choose a college in the South. His mother and some 

relatives attended Rollins, and Bob decided to get his education 

there while getting to play golf year-round. He did not play in 

high school, but was good enough to walk on at Rollins and 

play intercollegiately, and even compete in the NCAA tourna- 

ment individually. 
"We had some good players. We had a lot of fun playing un- 

der coach Joe Justice for a year and then Bob Kirouac," Lewis 

said. 
Lewis got his tour card on his second try and played profes- 

sionally for four years, but his priority was to manage the family 

business, a company in Pepper Pike, Ohio that manufactures 

steel tubing for automobiles, furniture, health care, and other 

applications. Now the president and owner of Welded Tubes, 

Inc., Lewis has had a success- 

ful business career after get- 

ting his undergraduate de- 

gree from Rollins and an 

MBA from the Crummer 

School. He never lost the 

bug for golf, though, and in 
the '80s began playing competitively again at the amateur level. 

"It took four-and-a-half years to get my amateur card back 

after playing professionally, but my best years came later, in the 

1980s." Lewis played on the elite Walker Cup team in 1983, 

1985, and 1987. Now, he has been accorded the highest honor 

bestowed on an amateur golfer: captain of the Walker Cup team 

for 2003. 
"I had heard I was in the running, but it still came as a wel- 

come surprise," Lewis said. "We'll eventually pick a team of 10, 

but we invited 23 players to our first-ever practice session for 

candidates over Thanksgiving at Hilton Head. The Walker Cup 

captain used to also play, but now it is too big a job to be any- 

thing but honorary, there are so many logistical tasks to accom- 

plish. I am very happy and excited." 
Lewis plans to attend the Rollins golf reunion in March if 

his schedule permits.

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CAROL HEMINGWAY GARDNER '34 
"Papa's" little sister and daughter of Rollins 

When Ernest Hemingway scholar Gail 

Sinclair, visiting assistant professor of English, 

learned that the author's younger sister had at- 

tended Rollins in the 1930s, she jumped at the 

chance to interview the 91-year-old alumna. 

Sinclair visited Carol Hemingway Gardner at her 

Shelbume Falls, Massachusetts home in late 

August 2002, and although Gardner's memory 

was failing and her communication with Rollins 

was mostly lost along the way, she thanked the 

College for making a reconnection. Only the hap- 

py memories of attending Rollins 70 years ago 

remained, and they harkened back to a time of 

youth, rebellion, young love, and setting sail into a world filled with possibility. 

Gardner passed away two months after the interview. 

Carol Hemingway Gardner chose to attend Rollins College in I930 for 

two specific reasons: She was eager to get away from home and explore life 

beyond her provincial Oak Park, Illinois roots, and she liked the idea of being 

closer to her oldest brother, with the added bonus of visiting him on holidays. 

By this time, Ernest Hemingway was living in Key West, had already firmly 

established himself on the literary scene, and was steadily moving toward a 

writing career that would make him one of America's most recognized tal- 

ents in the twentieth century. 

Carol Hemingway shared many qualities with her brother. Beyond their 

physical resemblance, they both possessed a strong sense of self-will and 

an interest in writing. Ernest mentored Carol in both areas, at least informal- 

ly. In a response to a letter from her the fall before she entered Rollins, he 

wrote, Tour letter doesn't read much as I remember you. Look, if you're try- 

ing to write, I'd suggest that you avoid the sort of style employed by Sunny 

[an older sister] in conversation; i.e., misused adjectives as ejaculations to 

cover a sort of mental vacancy. Try and write straight English." His advice 

then spills over into her personal choices—"I hope to God you are not going 

to be corrupted by the cheapness, flipness, petting instead of love, complete 

self-absorption and cheap, cheap, petty vacantness that has come to such a 

perfect flowering in Oak Park." The "Papa" persona he so strongly cultivated 

throughout his lifetime was already solidly in place and aimed at the girl he 

called his "own special present" because of her arrival on July 19,1911, 

shortly before his 12th-birthday celebration. 

Hemingway's concerns for Carol's strong independence and potential 

lack of restraint had a basis beyond his innate need to mentor others. As 

valedictorian of the I929 Oak Park High School graduating class, Carol had 

selected Langston Hughes as the subject of her speech. This rather pro- 

gressive choice, given the times and her conservative Midwestern audi- 

ence, only added to her earlier rebel actions, which included ramroding the 

election of the school's sole African American to the position of class presi- 

dent. Carol had already firmly established an independent, free-thinking soul 

that would later both earn her great praise and set her at the center of con- 

troversy. 
During the two years Carol attended Rollins before leaving to study over- 

seas, she made her presence known strongly enough to be the subject of 

letters between then-president Hamilton Holt and an English professor, 

Kathleen Sproul, who championed her young student. In a letter dated 

November 30,1931, Sproul wrote: "It seems that certain influential people 

consider Carol Hemingway and a few others like 

her as anti-social and not the kind of student de- 

sired here. Please don't let that attitude happen to 

Rollins! It is so common at other colleges, and 

Rollins is too good for it. For you, as an editor, ought 

to know that the very people such things are said 

about are the ones who in later life will shed reflect- 

ed glory on their college. Carol Hemingway is not 

anti-social. She has an excellent mind and a large, 

encompassing understanding, and an unusual cre- 

ative ability that can't be expected in its experimen- 

tal stages to limit itself to what may be considered 

by the average person 'nice.'" 

President Holt responded: "Do not worry about Carol Hemingway. It is 

good that we have clashes of opinion in Rollins provided that it does not lead 

to factional animosities. I like the girl and if you find that some people are try- 

ing to depress her, do your share to express her, or get her to express her- 

self, which is better." 
She had already "expressed" herself, and continued to do so on campus 

in various ways: by serving as class vice president, by breaking her pledge 

to Lamma Phi Beta sorority for reasons unknown but inferring philosophical 

differences, and finally, by contributing to the 1931 and I932 editions of The 

Flamingo, subtitled "A Literary Magazine of the Youngest Generation." Her 

stories "Two Girls" in 1931 and "The Runaway Prince" in I932 provide a 

strong sense of the young woman behind the texts, and that woman was no 

shrinking violet easily swayed by the power of social sensibilities. 'Two Girls" 

has as its subject a friendship between androgynously named coeds, Lou 

and Glen, who wrestle with the issue of sexuality and the complications of 

same-sex affection. The slightly over 600-word story is reminiscent of the 

Hemingway "iceberg" style her brother made famous (one-eighth of the 

text's meaning above the surface, seven-eighths below), Carol gracefully 

moves into what is a progressive and controversial subject area. She deftly 

employs her brother's Hemingwayesque style of dialogue without much au- 

thorial interruption and poses the question, "I've heard people say there's 

something funny between us.. There isn't anything, is there?" The question 

remains unanswered at story's end. 
Though less overtly radical than the subject matter of "Two Girls," "The 

Runaway Prince" also pushes the envelope of conventionality. The story's 

plot centers around a prince who rejects his parent's choice for a wife and 

eventually marries a divorced woman running away from her ex-husband. 

Ironically, or maybe as a foreshadowing to what she predicted for her own 

future, the piece reflects Carol Hemingway's interest in young lovers' rejec- 

tion of family disapproval. This speaks directly to the central turning point in 

her own personal life. 
While at Rollins, Carol met John (Jack) Fentress Gardner, a transfer stu- 

dent from Princeton. They fell in love and wanted to marry. Her brother 

Ernest was violently opposed, even threatening to knock Gardner's teeth 

down his throat if he persisted. Hemingway's response, not surprisingly, only 

served to strengthen the couple's resolve, and they were soon married. 

Carol smiled triumphantly as she recalled Ernest's statement, "It will never 

last," and added that she and John Gardner were married for 65 years, until 

his death in I998. The marriage lasted, but Carol's relationship with her 

brother was irrevocably broken, and they never spoke again.

Smith's undergraduate degree in business admin- 

istration and her master's in international finance have 

served her well in her career as an investment man- 

agement consultant.

Perseverance and hard 

work have always paid off 

for Steve Fowler '98MBA. 

And while this Crummer 

grad may not be able to 

leap tall buildings in a sin- 

gle bound, his most recent 

payoff left him feeling a bit 

like Superman. 

While a student at 

Crummer, Fowler read an 

article in a finance maga- 

zine about an up-and- 

coming portal called 

iwon.com. "The article said 

iwon had been fairly suc- 

cessful at luring people to 

their site by giving away 

$10,000 a day and $10 

million once a year," 

Fowler said. "I'm a news junkie because of my job 

in finance and figured if I have to use a Web 

browser, I might as well use this one. Every time 

you go to the site, you get a certain amount of 

points. All people who accumulate points get en- 

tered for the money." 

Little did he know that this small decision would 

lead to one of the biggest events in his life. In April 

2001, iwon.com called Fowler to say he was one 

of three finalists for the $10-million prize. "We 

were all flown to the Manhattan Post Office across 

from Madison Square Garden on tax day," Fowler 

said. "They held a drawing like the lottery with 

balls in a machine. The first two winners received 

vacation packages. I watched as the second ball 

was drawn and looked into the machine to see 

that mine was the last one left." 

It was an amazing moment for Fowler. 

"Camera crews were everywhere, the place was 

packed, and I couldn't see anything because of 

the camera lights. A lady in the back of the room 

said 'You just won $10 million—how does it feel?'" 

"I feel 10 feet tall and bullet proof," Fowler told 

her, and the many others who would ask that 

question in the upcoming days in his more than 70 

radio interviews, dozens of newspaper interviews, 

and appearances on the Howard Stern Show, 

Don Imis, Entertainment Tonight, and four or five 

other news shows in New York City. 

Winning is not new to this Crummer alum. A 

combination of positive attitude, common sense, 

intelligence, and tenacity led him to many wise de- 

cisions that have set him up for success. One of 

his best, he shared, was going to Crummer. 

Fowler, who attended 

undergraduate school at 

Delaware State Univer- 

sity, scored in the 98th 

percentile on the GMAT 

and was intent on going 

to grad school at 

Columbia. But his decision 

was swayed by a visit to 

Rollins made at the urg- 

ing of his dean at Dela- 

ware. Having grown up in 

Seaford, Delaware—"a 

small town with one flash- 

ing red light, a conve- 

nience store, and a bank," 

he felt right at home in 

Crummer's small-school 

environment. "I also liked 

the opportunity to earn 

my MBA degree in a year," he said. 

His decision paid off. "I liked the fact that you 

really get to know the professors," Fowler said. He 

found that he was able to apply his classroom ex- 

perience to his everyday decisions on the job as a 

senior corporate trader in the Treasury 

Department at UPS. 

For this 32-year-old multi-millionaire, success 

is less about money and more about personal ful- 

fillment. "It's not necessarily how far up you are on 

the corporate ladder, but arriving at a point in your 

career where you're doing something you enjoy, 

are challenged by, and find rewarding," Fowler 

said. Even before winning $10 million, Fowler felt 

he'd grown as much as he was going to at UPS, 

so a year ago, he left to find new challenges on his 

own in risk management and financial and portfo- 

lio management. 

Has winning changed him? Hardly. Giving 

seems to be instinctual for Fowler, and he'll tell 

you that the most important things to him are fam- 

ily and friends. So when his brother was struggling 

to start his own business, Fowler gave him a gen- 

erous loan. He's putting his sister through college. 

He took his extended family on a Caribbean 

cruise. He bought a house and Jaguar convert- 

ible. And he and his wife made a list of nonprofits 

they want to support, including Rollins' Crummer 

School. 

"More people need financial aid in these tough 

economic times to attend a school of the caliber of 

Crummer," he said. "We wanted to give back to a 

place that helped me a lot."

When Jody Kielbasa '80 declared his ma- 

jor, he naturally chose history. "I always loved 

history and I wanted 

to pursue a career in 

law or teaching," said 

the native Floridian. 

Kielbasa's involve- 

ment in the Rollins 

theater department, 

however, would soon 

change his career 

plans. He landed 

roles in one play per 

year, starting as a 

freshman with a small 

part in Romeo and 

Juliet and culminating 

with the lead his se- 

nior year in another Shakespearean favorite, 

The Merchant of Venice. Yet, Kielbasa's 

greatest theatrical role at Rollins took place 

off the stage rather than on it. 

In 1979, the theater department decided 

to stage a production of the highly controver- 

sial, Pulitzer Prize-winning play Equus. 

Three days before the opening night perfor- 

mance, Kielbasa learned the production was 

shut down due to citizen complaints over a 

nude scene. "With my background in history 

and political science, I thought it was com- 

pletely unconscionable," he said. 

Kielbasa immediately mobilized some 

friends on campus and organized a town hall 

meeting. His efforts drew both a standing- 

room-only crowd and local area press cover- 

age to the Bush Auditorium, spurring Rollins 

to settle the dispute out of court and allowing 

the show to go on as planned. "It was some- 

thing that galvanized a lot of my feelings 

about theater and the purpose it serves," said 

Kielbasa. 

By his senior year, Kielbasa's interests 

had shifted to becoming an actor. After grad- 

uating from Rollins, he earned a BFA in the- 

ater from Florida State University and a mas- 

ter of fine arts in acting at the FSU Aslo 

Center for Actors Training in Sarasota. He 

then headed out to Los Angeles, where he 

enjoyed a short stint on the soap opera 

Santa Barbara, as well as roles in commer- 

cials and films. 

After several years as a struggling actor, 

Kielbasa decided to open the Tanarind 

Theater underneath the famous Hollywood 

sign. He also founded the Florida Theatre 

Connection, an organi- 

zation of actors, writ- 

ers, and theater stu- 

dents who had moved 

from Florida to Los 

Angeles. Before long, 

the Tanarind was em- 

ploying Rollins gradu- 

ates and welcoming 

guests such as former 

President Ronald 

Reagan, Warren 

Beatty, and Annette 

Benning. 

Although it quickly be- 

came one of the best- 

known small theaters in L.A., the Tanarind 

did not launch a successful acting career for 

Kielbasa, as he had originally hoped. 

"Instead, what I became was a theatrical pro- 

ducer and a small business owner who 

made a lot of close friends and forged ties in 

the industry," Kielbasa laughed. 

The producing experience and connec- 

tions he gained on the West Coast proved in- 

valuable to Kielbasa when he returned to 

Florida and was asked to begin the Sarasota 

Film Festival in 1998. In the four years 

Kielbasa has served as executive director of 

the festival, attendance has risen from 2,300 

to 20,000, the number of featured films has 

grown from eight to 200, and the length of the 

festival has increased from three to ten days. 

The festival has also attracted a host of 

celebrities that include Sydney Pollack, 

Brooke Shields, and Mariee Matlin. 

Kielbasa said the only thing more exciting 

in recent years than the tremendous growth of 

the film festival has been adding husband and 

father to his list of credits. "I married Helen 

Bilodeau in September of 2000 and we had a 

baby girl named Camille three days after the 

close of this year's festival." 

Although his career has taken a com- 

pletely different path than he planned when 

he first declared his major at Rollins, 

Kielbasa said he uses his history degree ev- 

ery day. "It has shaped so much of who I am, 

how I communicate, and how I interact with 

people."

Most graduate students 
procrastinate and complain 
about writing the master's 
thesis, but Leslie Halpem 
was so excited about hers 
that she finished it a year 
ahead of schedule—well 
before completing the 
course requirements for the 
master of liberal studies 
degree. Now she is 
anticipating the publication 
of her thesis next year. 

The book, Dreams on 
Film: The Cinematic Stmggle Between Art & 
Science, will be published by McFarland & 
Company, Inc. in 2003. It is a 200-page 
exploration of "how the figurative truth of art 
overpowers the literal truth of science in dream 
sequences in the movies," said Halpem, who 
did not seem surprised that she will have a 
book published. Writing a book was apparently 
in her life plan. 

"I probably will write another book someday," 
she said, "but it is hard to imagine one as much 
as fun as this one was to write." 

Halpem watched at least 100 different films 
in all kinds of genres from the past 50 years 
that have something to do with sleeping and 
dreaming, exploring the artistic and psychologi- 
cal reasons for including certain sleeping and 
dreaming sequences. She watched each film 
at least twice; those with dream sequences she 
viewed five additional times. And she is now 
updating her thesis for publication by adding 
three current movies to the text: Vanilla Sky, 
Jurassic Park III, and Laura Croft Tomb 
Raiders. 

Writing comes easily to Halpem who is a 
free-lance entertainment writer. As a monthly 
columnist for MarKee, a regional film maga- 
zine, she interviews filmmakers "about the 
perils and pleasure of making independent 
films." She also is a stringer for the Hollywood 
Reporter, based in Los Angeles, and for the 
Orlando Sentinel. 

"I don't remember ever not loving movies," 
said Halpem, who has a strong affinity for 
theater and dance, as well as movies. Part of 

her book discusses the 
Freudian idea of movies 
being like a public dream. 
"We all experience the dream 
at the same time and then 
we all go home and have our 
own private dream, which 
makes it more complex and 
juicy." 

Although she probably 
would have written a book 
sometime in her life, the 
Master of Liberal Studies 
Program helped bring this 

dream to reality. "There are bits and pieces of 
all my courses in the book," she said. She also 
gives a lot of credit to her faculty adviser and 
MLS Program director Dr. Robert Smither. 
"None of this would have happened without 
having a mentor who believed in my project 
and who shared my vision." 

Smither, a professor of psychology and 
organizational behavior, appreciates the 
psychology of art and the connections between 
art and science. "He always incorporated film in 
his courses, so I knew that he knew the power 
of the visual image. And of course there is a 
significant psychological aspect to films. Many 
directors and writers rely a lot on Freud's ideas 
that all dreams have a meaning; also, many 
dreams in movies go into repressed ideas of 
sex and violence in all of us, although most 
scientists today probably wouldn't agree with 
this." 

How did Halpem get her book published so 
quickly? She first tried to enlist the help of an 
agent, who told her it was too scholarly for a 
popular audience. Then, after researching 
publishers in Writer's Market, she wrote to the 
top five who published books specializing in 
film and psychology, and she accepted an offer 
from one of them. "I wasn't sure of the market, 
of who would like the book, but I tried to make it 
readable," she said. 

Halpem found the MLS program to be a very 
important life experience. "It helped me a lot 
personally," she said. "I learned so much about 
myself, other people, other places. It helped to 
make me a better person."—Linda Carpenter

Still rowing his boat 
Stephen Arthur-Wong '96 
The century-old history of crew at 
Rollins College added a significant 
chapter last summer as Stephen 
Arthur-Wong {front) represented the 
United States in the World Rowing 
Championships in Spain. For the for- 
mer Rollins rower, the opportunity to compete wearing the red, white, and 
blue was a culmination of a dream that began with his first strokes on the wa- 
ters of Late Maitland. 

Reared in Trinidad and Tobago, Arthur-Wong moved to the U.S. in 1989 
at the age of 13. At just 15 years old, he enrolled at Rollins and joined the row- 
ing team his junior year in 1995. He graduated in 1996 and until 1998, contin- 
ued competing for Rollins' crew while attending classes at the College's 
Hamilton Holt School. 

With his college career completed, Arthur-Wong shifted gears from 
sweep rowing (where each rower holds one oar with both hands) to sculling 
(where the rower holds two oars, one in each hand) and immediately set his 
sights on making the U.S. team. While serving as an assistant coach at 
Rollins, he quickly established himself on the water in the lightweight single 
event, finishing second at the 2001 U.S. National Team trials and falling 1.2 
seconds short of making the national squad for the 2001 World 
Championships. 

Undeterred, Arthur-Wong returned to the U.S. National Team trials this 
summer, this time with a partner, Conal Groom, a member of the U.S. team 
since 1998. Together, the duo competed in the lightweight double sculls and 
easily claimed first place at the trials, earning a spot on the U.S. team. 

"It was just awesome realizing I had finally made my dreams come true," 
said Arthur-Wong. "I remember walking around and not knowing what to do. I 
was in a daze. It was a little overwhelming for a while." 

With just three months of training together and facing the toughest com- 

petition in the world, Arthur-Wong and Groom finished 18th at the champi- 
onships. Chalking his first international competition up as a valuable learning 
experience, Arthur-Wong has new and higher goals in mind: the 2004 
Olympic Games in Greece.-—-A/an Hancock '96 

Golfer gone TV producer 
Dan O'Callaghan '95 

Golf has been good to Dan 
O'Callaghan. Participation in the 
sport early in his life laid a solid foun- 
dation upon which his Rollins golf ex- 
periences, career in television, and 
lasting friendships would later rest.

Rollins lost one of its 
brightest theatrical stars in 
professional actor Jason 
Opsahl, who died on 
October 25 of cardiac arrest 
after a long struggle with 
brain cancer, just a few 
weeks short of his 40th 
birthday. Perhaps best 
known by his Rollins friends 
for his performances at the 
Annie Russell Theatre in 
Pippin, A Little Night Music, 
and Jesus Christ Superstar, 
as a professional Broadway 
singer and actor he ap- 
peared in the original casts of Grease!, The Will Rogers Follies, and 
The Full Monty. 

Opsahl caught the performing bug early, and appeared as a 
youth in the Rollins productions of Oliver! and Murder in the 
Cathedral. Ironically, he met someone who would become an endur- 
ing friend, Chris Gasti '86, while competing for these children's roles. 

"He truly was The Mayor of New York,'" Gasti said at Opsahl's 
memorial service in the Knowles Memorial Chapel. "Everywhere he 
went, people knew him and loved him"—among them, Rosie 
O'Donnell and Maria Maples, who attended a standing-room-only 
memorial service in New York several weeks prior to the Rollins ser- 
vice. Brooke Shields and producer Tommy Tune left messages of 
condolence. 

The Rollins Chapel was filled with former alumni and staff and 
Opsahl's family and friends, many of whom shared personal reminis- 
cences. "One of my favorite Jason memories was a ride to a wed- 
ding," said Bill Leavengood. "Anita Adsit and I were ragging on him for 
being so condescending. He was quite defensive and insisted that it 
wasn't true. Anita and I insisted that it was. Finally Jason says, without 
any awareness of the irony, 'Do you guys even know what conde- 
scending means?" 

After making his mark on the Rollins stage and acting in Central 
Florida community theater, Opsahl moved to New York City in 1986, 
where he made his Broadway debut as one of the "wranglers" in The 
Will Rogers Follies, a Life in Revue, alongside Jerry Mitchell, who lat- 
er choreographed The Full Monty. Opsahl was an understudy for 
several roles in The Full Monty on Broadway during the run of the 
show, and he performed virtually to the end of his life. 

It was backstage at Will Rogers that Jerry Mitchell and his chorus 
pals cooked up the idea of the now-popular "Broadway Bares" fund- 
raising event for Broadway Cares/Equity Fights AIDS (BC/EFA). 
Opsahl was involved in all 12 annual "Bares" events as the rotation 
master, and often provided voiceover work for other BC/EFA events. 

"He was a wonderfully spirited man who had tons of friends in the 
theatre community," Peter Borzotta, of BC/EFA, told Playbill On-Line. 
"He was a tireless advocate of BC/EFA and its events." 

Opsahl appeared opposite Rosie O'Donnell, playing Kenickie in 
the new Tommy Tune-supervised version of Grease! He also ap- 
peared in the revival of Once Upon a Mattress on Broadway and in 
Captains Courageous at Manhattan Theatre Club, and was seen in 
the 2001 Dreamgirls benefit. His credits also include a tour of Andrew 
Lloyd Webber's Music of the Night with Melissa Manchester, and a 
world premiere show, Dreamland.—Bobby Davis '82 
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19,2002. Born in Vienna, Austria, she 
moved to the United States in 1939, 
when her father, Wilhelm Stein, was 
given a teaching position for a brief 
period at Rollins. Aftet graduating from 
Rollins, she earned a masters degree from
