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The Battle Over 

HOUSING 
Who Will Decide and 

How Will It Be Decided?

Rollins in the spring of 1989 was 
a campus in turmoil; a battle- 
ground where lines were being 
drawn, values were being 

questioned, and traditions were being 
challenged. The issue: small group 
housing. Who gets it? Who regulates it? 
Who has ultimate authority over how 
students live and interact with one 
another on campus? 

Tipped off that the rules were 
changing when Kappa Kappa Gamma, 
the College's largest sorority, lost its 
group housing privileges in Pugsley 
Hall in the spring of 1988, many campus 
organizations approached the 1989 
housing review process with apprehen- 
sion. The Campus Life Committee had 
adopted a management-by-objective 
system. Residential groups were 
required to set goals, to write position 
papers, and to demonstrate why (the 
members of) their organization should 
be housed together in College-owned 
facilities on a campus which has an 
acute shortage of space for group 
housing. 

Faced with an impossible mathemati- 

cal equation—15 groups requesting 
small group housing and only 12 
separate facilities to accommodate 
them—the Campus Life Committee, 
comprised of faculty and students, had 
to make unpopular choices. Its decision 
to relocate X-Club, Phi Delta Theta, 
Fine Arts House, and NCM set off a 
brouhaha that threatened to disrupt the 
campus learning environment. Peti- 
tions, demonstrations, telephone 
campaigns, media campaigns, and 
emotional outbursts became the order 
of the day. 

That two of the largest Greek organi- 
zations, Kappa Kappa Gamma sorority 
and Alpha Tau Omega fraternity, 
emerged from the process with prime 
housing did little to calm the agitation of 
students and alumni who questioned 
the committee's criteria and charged its 
largely-faculty membership with bias 
against the Greek system. The Campus 
Life Committee was described as 
"autocratic" and "overzealous," and the 
process was, in the words of Ken Jacobs 
'84, "cavalier and irresponsible." 

Faculty, viewing the campus as an 

extension of the classroom, reasoned 
that campus life should reflect institu- 
tional values and that living environ- 
ments should support learning and 
self-development. Residential organiza- 
tions which existed simply for social 
purposes were no longer acceptable. 
Thus a primary reason the Phi Deltas 
lost their house was that there was 
"little substance behind the phrases of 
brotherhood," while members of the 
X-Club were condemned as "sexist 
alcohol abusers." Groups who were 
granted the privilege of living in 
campus housing were suddenly being 
challenged to compete for the privilege 
by demonstrating a commitment to 
academics, community service, and 
responsible behavior. 

Students alleged that they were 
being subjected to a new version of in 
loco parentis. They expressed outrage 
at being treated as children of the 
College rather than individuals respon- 
sible for their own self-governance. The 
Student Government Association 
petitioned the faculty for a review of the

Putting the Student Back in Student Life 
Bernard Franklin's goal: to strengthen student leadership 

Bernard Franklin is from Kansas. 
To undergraduate students at 
Rollins, he may very well be the 
"Wiz," or at least someone who 

always looks for the pot of gold at the 
end of the rainbow. 

Franklin has empathy for students, 
and he is willing to be the individual to 
whom they can turn for wisdom and 
hope and courage. As the newly- 

appointed Director of Student Activities 
and Organizations, the 36-year-old 
Franklin already knows that some 
changes are needed. If he succeeds 
with their implementation, 1989-90 
could be the dawn of a new era in 
student life at Rollins College. 

"I envision a massive reorganization 
of student government," Franklin says. 
"We need a redefinition of goals, 

objectives, and structure. It is my 
impression that when student govern- 
ment functions, all other organizations 
function as well." 

Franklin proposes to be the "front 
line" professional staff person for the 
development and implementation of 
programs and services to students. 

He believes that although Rollins 
students have long had a voice in 
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campus governance, they have been 
operating at a disadvantage because of 
inadequate leadership training. 
"Inadequate knowledge and preparation 
handicaps students in many areas of 
campus politics," he explains. "Students 
who serve on standing committees 
should be well-versed on the work and 
composition of the committee. A 
knowledge of policies and procedures 
and a familiarity with recent campus 
history is essential to one's effective- 
ness. Students become empowered 
when they are knowledgeable and 
informed." 

Franklin wants students to be 
professional and polished in their 
transactions with faculty and staff. "I 
have seen too many student leaders 
derailed by anxiety and frustration," he 
says. "We can assist students in 
developing leadership potential by 
providing training programs that teach 
simple things like meeting planning, 
effective communication skills, and how 
to develop non-confrontational strate- 
gies." 

If Franklin seems to know intuitively 
what's needed at Rollins, perhaps it is 
because he has the experience to back 
it up. As an undergraduate student at 
Kansas State University, he became an 
instant media star after a stunning 
election victory made him the first black 
student body president in the history of 
the institution. He was a last-minute 
write-in candidate who won 55 percent 
of the vote. 

From there, Franklin became the 
youngest member of the Kansas Board 
of Regents, and later, chair of that 
politically powerful group. He served on 
an Advisory Committee to President 
Jimmy Carter. He was tapped for 
management training programs by 
AT&T and several financial institutions 
in the Southwest and Midwest. But he 
always returned to higher education. 

"Higher education changed my life," 
says Franklin, who was the first person 
on either side of his family to earn a 
college degree. "I enjoy this work 
because I 'connect' with students. I 
understand them; I understand their 
frustrations and anxieties." 

At Rollins, Franklin will work with 
more than 50 separate campus organiza- 
tions serving approximately 1,400 
students. The new director should have 
ample opportunity for making new 
connections. H 

housing review process and proposed 
that the College move to establish a set 
of "qualitative standards" for housing 
review. 

The question of campus housing and 
how to assign it has always been an 
emotional issue at Rollins. In 1932, a 
faculty debate on whether or not to have 
fraternities on campus caught the 
attention of The New York Times. In the 
mid-1970s, Rollins established a Hous- 
ing Review Board to set criteria for 
evaluating groups occupying prime 
housing facilities. But according to 
political science professor Richard 
Foglesong, a former chair of the 
Campus Life Com- 
mittee, judging all 
groups by the same 
criteria proved to 
be a "cookie cutter" 
approach: it didn't 
allow any latitude 
for the kind of 
diversity Rollins 
would like to see 
among student or- 
ganizations. 

When the Cam- 
pus Life Committee 
in 1988 began to 
look for ways to 
open up the cam- 
pus to new resi- 
dential groups, it 
began to allow 
groups to set their 
own goals. But the 
change created 
confusion. Organi- 
zations weren't 
sure how they were being evaluated; 
there were no written guidelines. Where 
before it seemed a group virtually had to 
destroy the house in order to lose it (as 
with the KAs, who lost their house in 
1984 only after repeated flagrant vio- 
lations), suddenly everyone was vul- 
nerable. Faced with the loss of resi- 
dential space that some groups had 
occupied for more than 50 years, the 
mood among the student organizations 
became hostile. As one student observ- 
er summed it up, the College was exer- 
cising its rights as a landlord without a 
written contract with its tenants, "and 
that," she alleged, kept the community 
at odds throughout the spring." 

It became clear that whatever the

good intentions and practical necessity 
of housing review, the decision-making 
structure as it stood was flawed. As 
senior Richard Dickson emphasized, 
this was not a Greek issue (in their 
outrage, the protesting Greeks often 
seemed to forget that the Fine Arts 
House and other non-Greek groups 
were also victims of the system), but 
about the the decision-making process 
for allocating student housing. Many 
felt the faculty-dominated Campus Life 
Committee was using the review 
process in a punitory fashion as a way to 
effect social changes on campus, when 
a more effective approach would involve 

administration 
working together 
with student 
groups to reform 
them from 
within. The 
situation was 
especially dis- 
turbing in that it 
came at the heels 
of last year's 
Student Life 
Summit, which 
stressed the need 
for students to 
have more re- 
sponsibility for 
student life 
issues. Standards 
of evaluation for 
housing were 
vague, and 
students weren't 
informed of 
where they stood 

until the review process was upon them. 
According to Phi Delt adviser and 
environmental studies professor Joseph 
Siry, the Phi Delts had no idea their 
housing status was in jeopardy before 
the ax fell. 

Attorney Todd Pittenger '85, a Phi 
Delt, raised several important questions 
about the higher goals of student hous- 
ing. Should students in prime housing 
be required to hold open campus events 
and engage in community service acti- 
vities as a condition of their living as- 
signments, he asked, particularly when 
independent students living in Pugsley 
Hall (the former Kappa House) are not? 
(Nor, for that matter, are the faculty 
required to engage in community 
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activities as a condition of their em- 
plyment.) "The fact that fraternities and 
sororities have done so is commend- 
able," he said, "but.... to require it as a 
condition of... housing privileges is 
(simply) taking." 

Moreover, Pittenger continued, "the 
College has basically delegated the task 
of providing a student social life to the 
Greek organizations, and thus they 
deserve somewhat enhanced status 
until other groups prove their staying 
power." Given the de facto domination 
of the College's social life by Greeks 
and the significant number of Greek 
alumni who support the College, how 
can the College treat the Greeks fairly 
while pursuing the goals of greater di- 
versity of student life and establishing 
clear standards of behavior? These are 
difficult questions which require good 
communication among students, 
faculty, and administrators, not to men- 
tion tactful but decisive policy. 

This summer, a Trustee Commit- 
tee chaired by The Rev. Daniel P. 
Matthews '55 and an ad hoc com- 
mittee working with the office of 
the Dean of the College began the 
task of creating a permanent hous- 
ing review process that will be fair to 
all constituencies: groups and indi- 
viduals, Greeks and independents. 
As a result of this work, a written 
proposal establishing a more formal 
housing policy will make its way 
through the Rollins governance 
system this fall. The proposal would 
create a three-year cycle for housing 
review, and would provide staff assis- 
tance to residential groups through the 
Office of Residential Life. It would re- 
quire a change in the faculty bylaws 
which would give the Office of Residen- 
tial Life, rather than the faculty, the 
authority to make recommendations to 
the Campus Life Committee on the 
assignment of groups. 

According to Steve Neilson, Dean of 
the College, the Residential Life staff 
would be responsible for establishing a 
program that would assist residential 
student organizations in fulfilling their 
own goals and the College's criteria for 
housing. The actual review of housing 
assignments would be conducted by the 
Office of Residential Life. 

Groups which were reassigned last 
year would be eligible for first consider- 

ation under the new system, if adopted. 
But most groups would go through the 
process on a three-year cycle which 
would involve a year of goal-setting and 
programming, training workshops and 
regular assessment by and feedback 
from the Residential Life staff, and, 
finally, housing review, which might or 
might not include reassignment. "By 
the time an organization reaches the 
third year of the process, they should 
know if they are in danger of losing 
their housing privileges," Neilson said. 

"The new system should be a learning 
process for the residential groups," said 
Student Government Vice President 
Woody Nash '90. "We need to learn how 
to become better groups." 

The situation at Rollins isn't unique to 
this campus, explains Alumni Associa- 
tion President Ed Maxcy '66, who is 
Dean of Students at Washington Col- 
lege in Chestertown, Maryland. "What 
is happening at Rollins is in the main- 
stream," Maxcy said during a telephone 
interview last spring. "Many colleges 
and universities are holding student 
organizations accountable for their 
behavior. Fraternities, sororities, and 
other campus organizations must offer 
more than a party atmosphere. At 
Washington, we try to help individual 
organizations create an atmosphere that 
is conducive to the social and personal 

growth of students." 
Maxcy said his college has estab- 

lished a written contract with residential 
groups called a "Statement of Mutual 
Responsibility." "Residential groups 
must maintain a record of stewardship," 
he explained. "Our office works with 
student groups on leadership training. 
We invite them to discuss the responsi- 
bilities of student leadership, and we 
host a leadership dinner during which 
campus leaders participate in the formal 
signing of the document." Other 
institutions that have adopted similar 
measures include Centre College in 
Kentucky and Gettysburg College in 
Pennsylvania. 

Dean Neilson hopes that Rollins will 
adopt a formal policy this year that will 
help build strong residential organiza- 
tions that reflect the values and goals of 
the institution. He further hopes that 
campus organizations will establish 
their own programs to address the re- 
sponsible use of alcohol and to ban 
such inappropriate behavior as racism, 
sexism, and elitism. 

"An important part of communal liv- 
ing is giving of oneself to others," 
Neilson said. "As you start extending 
community out of self, how you treat 
others is important. Service to the 
Rollins community is important. Organ- 
izations should benefit everyone, not 
just themselves." 

That same belief was echoed by Sam 
Stark '91, president of the new ATO 
chapter at Rollins, which has prime 
housing for the first time this year. 
"Sometimes people lose sight of the fact 
that fraternities are based on friend- 
ships, brotherhood, and service," Stark 
said. "We need to re-emphasize that so 
that each organization is giving back 
something to the community." 

Stark hopes the success of his organi- 
zation will inspire other groups to set 
goals and standards of service to the 
Rollins community. "We started out in 
the basement of McKean," he said. "But 
by getting involved in the community, 
we proved that a fraternity doesn't just 
depend on a house. We now have 52 
brothers. We believe that we are strong 
because we have set good goals." 11

A comprehensive plan is being 
developed by a local architectural firm 
that will address many of the recom- 

; mendations for campus physical im- 
provements (i.e., parking, bookstore, 
residence halls, and dining hall) and, 
when implemented, will completely 
change the face of the Rollins campus. 
This summer alone, over $75,000 was 
spent on a face lift for Rose Skillman 

\ Dining Hall and more than $250,000 
was spent on residence hall renovation, 
and plans are set for ongoing renova-

tion of all qualifying existing facilities. 
Meanwhile, the Planning Committee is 
reviewing specifics for construction of 
new facilities, and demographics and 
research to support the Committee's 
recommendations are scheduled to be 
complete in January. Computer study 
centers are being established in resi- 
dence halls, the first having been in- 
stalled in Elizabeth Hall last spring with 
another to follow in McKean this fall. In 
addition, a rendering of the new Student 
Center will be presented by late fall. 

The areas of student government, 
organizations, activities, and leadership 
development programs have been 
addressed in part by two recent full- 
time appointments. Bernard Franklin, 
Director of Student Activities and 
Organizations, and Karen Silien, 
Director of Student and Staff Develop- 

ment, will fill a 
need for coor- 
dination of and 
advising on co- 
curricular as- 
pects of resi- 
dential and 
non-residential 
student life. 
The Student 
Government 
Association, 
with the assis- 
tance of profes- 
sional staff, is 
in the process 
of rewriting its 
constitution 
and by-laws, 
which will be 
presented to 
the student 
body this fall. 
The Student 
Publications 
Union reports 
that the Sand- 
spur is back to 

bi-monthly publication. Campus radio 
station WPRK is now considered a 
student organization, reporting directly 
to the Dean of the College. Diversity 
will be a major focus for the Rollins 
Community this year, with planning 
already in the works for a multi-cultural 
center in the Casa Iberia Annex. The 
annual "Difference and Dignity Week" 
has been renamed "Celebrating 
Diversity" and is slated for the week of 
September 25 - 29. Faculty and students 
will participate in a campus-wide 
'Teach-In" on the 27th with poet Maya 
Angelou as the featured speaker. 

While there are certainly "miles to go 
before we sleep," the Summit was not in 
vain. Great progress has already been 
made in the area of administration and 
physical plant, and this has contributed 
to the more difficult and subtle changes 
in student attitudes and interrelation- 
ships. The College has accepted its 
mission.

JEANNETTE MORSE 
GENIUS MCKEAN 

1909-1989

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Contrary to Shakespeare's 
thoughts on the importance of a 
name, it is often a subject for 
conjecture and animated 

discussion: that men and women are 
shaped by the names they bear and that 
living up to those names somehow 
molds and enhances their lives. 

In that likelihood, Jeannette Morse 
Genius McKean was a fortunate woman, 
a woman who extracted the finest 
essence from each portion of her name 
to draw a life in which she found 
satisfaction and in which those who 
knew and loved her can take justifiable 
pride. 

"She is a blend of fragility and 
gentleness and has soft blue eyes." 

".. . her words are as soft as the 
ethereal blossoms of the graceful 'flower 
portraits' she paints." 

For herself, perhaps Jeannette serves 
best, a name in which gentle gracious- 
ness sounds, which carries a connota- 
tion of daintiness, of an old-world charm 
and the "sweet humility" noted in the 
1957 Tomokan dedicated to this 
"devoted friend and benefactress of 
Rollins College." And in Jeannette (two 
n's and two t's, but she would never be 
the one to remind you), there is the 
upward lilt of childlike wonder and 
delight which allowed her to be "the 
earliest riser to meet the circus train, 
pencil and pad in hand ... to sketch the 
yellow giraffes as they fly by." 

"Hergrandfather, Charles Hosmer 
Morse, used property he owned to help 
create a community graced by open 
spaces and natural beauty. She continued 
that tradition after taking over his land 
company." 

"She was the last of the Victorians who 
built Winter Park." 

Her middle name was Morse, a 
lifelong reminder to her and to others of 
the power and presence that was her 
maternal grandfather. Charles Hosmer 
Morse, Chicago businessman, first 
visited Winter Park in 1881 with his 
partner, Franklin Fairbanks. Each 
purchased a lot on Interlachen Drive on 

Lake Osceola, Morse returning in 1904 
to build his permanent home. "A city 
planner ahead of his time," he encour- 
aged acquaintances to come and build, 
and believing, "bought almost all of the 
undeveloped property in Winter Park." 
He believed, too, in "an educationally 
balanced city" and to that end lent his 
support to the young Rollins College. 
Eventually, Jeannette assumed the 
presidency of her grandfather's Winter 
Park Land Co., proving herself to be a 
"tireless worker," a leader of downtown 
beautification in Winter Park, and a 
businesswoman of competence and 
good instincts. She founded and chaired 
the Charles Hosmer Morse Foundation, 
established in his honor, as a non-profit, 
educational and philanthropic organiza- 
tion to create a suitable memorial for its 
namesake and to fund the Morse 
Gallery of Art. A second foundation was 
named for his daughter and Jeannette's 
mother, Elizabeth Morse Genius. 

Jeannette was at one time the owner 
of several successful shops in Winter 
Park, including the Center Street 
Gallery. Opened in 1947 as a showcase 
for the paintings of a group of local 
artists, it remains a favorite stop for 
shoppers on Park Avenue. Her business 
acumen was additionally recognized in 
her election to the board of directors of 
Sun Bank, N.A. of Winter Park and of 
The Association Home in New York. 
Her commitment to Winter Park was 
noted by a grateful Chamber of 
Commerce as they named her Out- 
standing Citizen of the Year in 1987.

Jeannette Morse Genius was born on 
June 26,1909 in Chicago, Illinois to Dr. 
Richard M. and Elizabeth Morse 
Genius. The family moved later to New 
York, and Jeannette attended schools in 
Wellesley (MA) after which, with her 
mother's encouragement, she em- 
barked on the study of art in New York. 
In 1936, like Grandfather Morse, the 
Geniuses returned to build and live in 
Winter Park. Their Spanish Florida 
home with its rolling lawn faced, across 

Lake Virginia, the College which Mrs. 
Genius—again following in her father's 
pathway—came to love and support 
(Daughter Jeannette had been intro- 
duced to Rollins 7 years earlier when 
she came from Chicago to attend the 
College's 10-week Winter School 
program). It is a tribute to both and 
perhaps a foreshadowing of the future 
that in that same year, at age 27, 
Jeannette was elected to her first 3-year 
trusteeship at Rollins. In 1942 she again 
accepted that beloved yoke for a 33-year 
tenure that ended with retirement in 
1975. In 1959, Jeannette donated funds 
for the building of Elizabeth Morse 
Genius Hall, a dormitory simply and 
affectionately known to generations of 
Rollins students as "Elizabeth Hall." Her 
magnificent gift of the Morse Gallery of 
Art (1942) provided an appropriate and 
impressive setting for the College's 
growing permanent collection of fine 
paintings, sculptures, and decorative 
arts.

If there was a budding artist in young 
Jeannette, that artist blossomed in her 
years with Hugh Ferguson McKean, 
Rollins graduate (1930), young art 
instructor and director of the campus's 
Morse Gallery of Art (1932), and 
ultimately the tenth President (1951-69), 
then Chancellor and President Emeritus 
of Rollins College. Friends for a number 
of years, they were married after 
Hugh's return from World War II in 
1945, and a partnership was forged 
which brought not only a personal joy in 
living, but a shared love of beauty that 
was to touch their home, their college, 
their community, and within one 
significant sector, the world of art. 

Jeannette's own art had flourished 
over the years, "reflecting her personal- 
ity rather than the fashionable trends of 
the times." Ranging "from non-repre- 
sentational, dealing with moods and 
ideas, to tender study of a single flower 
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... (her work) always speaks of good- 
ness of life." She "did abstracts," but it 
was her oils, watercolors, and pastels of 
"the beautiful things in life" that were 
exhibited in Wellesley, New York City, 
Sarasota, Tampa, and Palm Beach. 
Traveling shows through Europe and 
South America and U.S. museums and 
galleries included her works, and her 
art joined the permanent collections of 
art museums in Georgia, New Hamp- 
shire, and Florida and numerous private 
individuals. One-artist shows displayed 
Jeannette's work in New York City, 
Maitland, Daytona, and Palm Beach. A 
member of prestigious art clubs and 
associations, she was honored by 
awards which included the cherished 
first Annual Award for the Arts be- 
stowed by the Governor of Florida in 
1973. Again, in 1989, she was honored 
with a Florida Arts Recognition Award. 
She was particularly pleased that her 
1953 entry in the Butler Gallery of 
American Art (Youngstown, OH) won 
first prize, awarded by the famous artist, 
Edward Hopper. 

Rollins recognized Jeannette's 
artistic design capabilities in 1944 by 
naming her Director of Exhibitions at 
the Morse Gallery of Art, and in 1967, 
she became Design Coordinator for the 
College. She was a busy and respected 
member of the Association of Interior 
Designers and worked actively with the 
Florida Federation of the Arts, gather- 
ing and preparing for them her first 
retrospective show (1942-1966) at the 
DeBary Mansion in DeBary, Florida.

Jeannette and Hugh McKean will 
always be, to friends who know them 
well and to many who never knew them 
at all, "the wonderful people who saved 
the Tiffany collection." Drawing on that 
sense of beauty which they initially 
perceived in each other, they have 
lovingly gathered and preserved the 
largest collection of Louis Comfort 
Tiffany artworks in the world. It is 
unique, says Hugh, because it is "... 
Tiffany's collection if his own work. 
There is nothing else like it anywhere." 

Jeannette's first brush with Tiffany art 
was in her parents' Chicago home. 
"This is where I first learned to love 
them and appreciate them, because I 
was fascinated with the colors and the 
iridescence of the gold pieces, the

Favrile glass that was made with gold 
tones." But it was through Hugh that 
she "learned to admire and appreciate 
Tiffany. He was an emotional and 
mental giant." 

"It is easy to visualize Jeannette 
McKean's rescuing things of beauty." 

In 1930, as a 20-year-old art student, 
Hugh had met Louis Comfort Tiffany 
(then 82) while studying at Laurelton 
Hall, the artist's mansion on Long 
Island Sound. He came away with an 
enduring appreciation of the artist, his 
work, and his dedication to the natural 
goodness and essential beauty of life. 
When Laurelton Hall was destroyed by 
fire in 1957, Tiffany and "art nouveau 
was nearly two decades out of style." 
Hugh and Jeannette rescued everything 
that had been spared by the flames— 
glass windows, furniture, the Colum- 
bian Exhibition Chapel, and other 
remnants of the artist's personal 

collection. Their collection now 
numbers over 500 pieces, is housed in 
the Morse Museum of American Art on 
Winter Park's Welbourne Avenue, and 
hosts visitors from all over the world 
who come to see the astounding variety 
of beautiful works of Louis Comfort 
Tiffany. Pottery, glass, jewelry, 
mosaics, leaded glass windows, 
textiles, sculptures, paintings, prints, 
artists' tools, and fragments of windows 
partially destroyed in the Laurelton 
Hall fire have been augmented over the 
years by purchases in antique and sec- 
ondhand stores. 

Jeannette believed that gallery 
visitors enjoyed "the romance that Mr. 
Tiffany's work produced ... the fact 
that everything was lovingly done by 
hand." As a skilled decorator, she 
arranged the room displays in the 
Museum galleries to assure that the 
artist's work was at home in the 
intimate and gently lit atmosphere 
suited to that romantic feeling. 

On Lake Virginia the Genius resi- 
dence became home to the McKeans, 
and the Victorian gentleness of Jean- 
nette was evident even in the flower 
beds: sweet peas, petunias, impatiens, 
poinsettias, orchids. A gracious hostess 
to hundreds of guests, she explained 
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A. n n his remarks at the dedication 
of this beautiful Chapel, more than fifty years ago, 

Hamilton Holt said, "Some of us will lie here in death," 
and I wondered why he brought that up. 

I was young. I saw the Chapel as a place where Rollins 
would graduate its seniors, listen to concerts, hold town 
meetings, and hear spiritual messages. He, being older 

and much wiser, wanted it to serve not only the students, 
faculty, and staff at any given time, but also those who 

have come and gone. 
Jeannette knew for some time how ill she was. She 

planned this service. However, perhaps to keep peace in 
the family, she did run over her thoughts with me. Every 
time she mentioned Rollins, her manner and expression 

softened just enough to reveal the depth of her feelings for 
an institution that had meant so much to her 

grandfather, her mother, and herself. 
This sad and beautiful hour is possible because Dr. Holt 
breathed new vision and new life into Rollins College, 

and because Mrs. Warren gave the College this 
magnificent Chapel. 

Jeannette's lying here in death reveals her deep 
commitment to the values for which this College stands, 
her gratitude for all its kindness over many years to her 

and to me, and probably to a desire to experience its 
embrace one more time. 

If I ever have an opportunity to tell Dr. Holt and Mrs. 
Warren about today, Dr. Holt will probably say, 'Yes, 
Hugh, that's one way a good chapel serves," and Mrs. 
Warren will probably fix me with a stern eye and say, 

'Yes, of course, Hugh, but I still would like to know where 
those trees in the garden went."

President 
Seymour has called the McKean Prize 

"a thoughtful and generous gesture ... 
to permit a member of the Rollins 
faculty to enjoy a 'once-in-a-lifetime' 
opportunity to pursue a special aca- 
demic interest or activity." Since 1982, 
the McKean Prize has been granted 
annually, going to professors in every 
major division of the College curricu- 
lum.

Though she has shunned publicity, 
Jeannette Morse Genius McKean has 
accepted with grace and pleasure the 
affection of thousands whose lives she 
has touched at and through Rollins 
College. When Hugh and Jeannette 
retired from the Rollins College Board 
of Trustees in 1975, then-President Jack 
B. Critchfield remarked, "Although they 
have elected to terminate their official 
relationship with Rollins, they will 
always be, through their spirit and 
accomplishments, a major part of 
Rollins College." 

For her uncommon service to the 
College, Jeannette received the Rollins 
Decoration of Honor in 1943, and in 
1954, the Algernon Sydney Sullivan 
Medallion. She was awarded the degree 
of Doctor of Fine Arts honoris causa in 
1962, and in 1980, was presented, in 
appreciation, a gold pin with diamond at 
the annual Patrons' Dinner.

Florida was once a bastion of the 
"Solid South," when Democratic 
candidates for political office had 
laughably little to fear from 

Republican opponents. In the 1950s, it 
was not uncommon for Florida to send 
eighteen Democrats and one Republi- 
can to Congress. In the wake of post- 
Vietnam social and political changes 
and a twenty-year Republican lock 
(except for Jimmy Carter) on the Pres- 
idency, however, Florida has developed 
a full-fledged two-party system. In fact, 
with the recent election of Miami 
Republican Ileana Ros-Lehtinen to 
Claude Pepper's seat, Florida Republi- 
cans in the House outnumber Florida 
Democrats eleven to eight. In 1990, an 
important player in the parties' struggle 
for supremacy in Florida will be Rollins' 
Bob Boyd. 

Boyd graduated from Rollins in 1985 
with a degree in history, received a law 
degree from Florida State University, 
and spent a year as a trial lawyer in 
Miami. But the young Democrat faces 
the biggest challenge of his life as he 
vies with incumbent Bill Grant to 
represent the largest Congressional 
district east of the Mississippi in the 
U.S. House of Representatives. If he

wins, 26-year-old Bob Boyd will 
supplant 35-year old William Paxon of 
New York as America's youngest 
Congressman. 

The seat for which Boyd will contest, 
the 2nd Congressional District, presents 
some peculiar problems for the would- 
be office-holder. It contains 25 counties 
stretching from outside Panama City in 
the west to the outskirts of Jacksonville 
in the east, from the northern border of 
Alachua and Citrus Counties in the 
south to the Georgia border in the 
north. The state capital, Tallahassee, 
dominates this poor and overwhelm- 
ingly rural district, and whoever wins 

the election will have to win Tallahassee 
and either the eastern or western 
counties. Yet only one candidate from 
Tallahassee has ever won the district. 
"Because it is so far-flung, it is hard to 
campaign there; many voters are not 
even accessible by television," ex- 
plained Boyd. "And as a young lawyer 
from Tallahassee, I will have to deal 
with an 'image problem' among the 
rural constituents." 

Boyd also faces an experienced 
candidate in Republican Bill Grant, a 
banker from the small town of Madison 
in Madison County. Grant won two 
terms to the state Senate, then, midway 
through his second term, ran for the 
U.S. Congress and won. He has a seat 
on the Agriculture Committee, which 
gives him some clout with his rural 
constituency. Moreover, the national 
Republican Party has identified this seat 
as a vital one, and plans to pull out the 
stops to help Grant get re-elected. Lee 
Atwater, George Bush's close and 
powerful friend, said the Republican 
National Committee will make the re- 
election of Bill Grant its number one 
priority in the 1990 election. Barbara 
Bush will probably make an appear- 
ance, and Dan Quayle sponsored a 
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Washington reception in May that 
netted $70,000. It is estimated that the 
Republicans will spend over a million 
dollars on the campaign. 

Despite the heavyweight opposition 
and high stakes involved, Boyd has 
several important advantages. The first 
is Bill Grant himself. Grant was actually 
elected to office as a Democrat, then 
switched parties after he was elected. 
This did not sit well with many of the 
voters in the district, 85% of whom are 
registered Democrats. Moreover, by 
switching parties Grant lost any 
seniority he had built up, and thus, on 
the totem pole of seniority, stands 
exactly where Boyd will if elected. "I 
plan to run an aggressive, attacking 
campaign against the 'turncoat con- 
gressman,'" said Boyd. "My campaign 
slogan is 'A Democrat Today ... and 
Tomorrow.'" 

Though inexperienced politically, 
Boyd has deep roots and excellent 
connections in Tallahassee, providing a 
powerful base from which to launch his 
candidacy. He plans to draw on the 
many years of political experience of his 
parents: his father is a lobbyist and 
partner in the Tallahassee law firm of 
Hopping, Boyd, Green, and Sams, and 
served as campaign manager for 
Michael Dukakis's North Florida 
campaign; his mother, a professional 
political consultant, ran the North 
Florida Senatorial campaign for Buddy 
McKay, for whom Boyd served as an 
intern in Washington. Boyd's mother 
will also serve as his campaign director, 
and the county organizations she set up 
for Buddy McKay will be put to use for 
her son. 

Boyd also has the good fortune of 
running unopposed for the Democratic 
Party's nomination. "State Representa- 
tives Randy Mackey of I^ake City and 
Robert Trammell of Marianna were 
unwilling to give up their careers and 
family responsibilities to campaign, 
preventing a potentially party-killing 
primary," explained Boyd. The party 
can rally around a single candidate at an 
early stage, and Buddy McKay, who 
had a special position created for him as 
head of the state campaign committee, 
has pledged Boyd some state money. 

Despite the obstacles against him, 
Boyd has an excellent chance to win. 
His youth and inexperience may even 
help him: his good looks, determina- 
tion, energy, and enthusiasm are bound 
to impress many voters, and he has no 
voting record to defend. He is running 
in a district with an overwhelming 
majority of registered Democrats, 

against a candidate with an Achilles' 
heel that can be easily exploited. As 
Mark Peres '85, Boyd's campaign aide, 
said, "He's Bill Grant's scariest night- 
mare: a young person from Tallahassee 
who's politically connected and without 
political baggage, who will run an 
aggressive campaign." 

As for the problem of geography, 
Boyd will attack it in a novel way. "I'm 
going to get a motorhome and live for a 
week in each county seat," he said. "I 
will live with the people, put a sign on 
the camper inviting people in, go to 
town meetings, go to fish fries, go 
fishing, walk through the community. I 
want to listen to what the people have to 
say, and bring their message back to 
Washington." Beginning in January, 
1990, Boyd will spend six months doing 
nothing but traversing the small towns 
of north Florida, not only to shake 
hands and speechify, but to listen to the 
people and become familiar with their 
concerns. Since he can't outspend Grant 
and his allies, the motorhome campaign 
is the centerpiece of Boyd's efforts to 
outwork them.

Close friends from Rollins form the 
backbone of Boyd's campaign staff. 
Mark Peres, currently a law student at 
Florida State University in Tallahassee, 
is one his closest advisers and is in 
charge of coordinating the raising of 
funds from Rollins alumni. Murray 
Sales '87, who is with Xerox in Detroit, 
with the assistance of Jim Sober '86, will 
coordinate fundraising among members 
of the Sigma Phi Epsilon Fraternity 
nationwide. Dave Morgan '85, head of 
the Trust Department for Southwest 
Florida for SunBank, will serve as 
campaign co-treasurer. Mike Korens 
'84, a lawyer with the Washington, D.C. 
firm of Arnold & Porter, will help raise 
money from Washington PACs and will 

advise on election law. Susie Rosso- 
mondo '87, Mike Tyson '85, and 
Orlando Evora '82, all students at FSU 
Law School, are also helping with the 
campaign. Boyd has asked former 
Rollins Public Relations Director Ober 
Tyus, who helped do advance work for 
Gerald Ford's presidential campaign in 
the Georgia counties bordering the 2nd 
District, to help out with strategy and 
advice for the counties along the Florida 
border. 

A president and vice president of 
student government at Rollins, Boyd 
counts his college years as an important 
learning experience. "My experience in 
student government at Rollins taught 
me that to get anything done, you have 
to be very well organized, know how to 
delegate duties, and set up strong 
people in the right posts. The experi- 
ence has been invaluable in helping me 
cope with all the little details of running 
a congressional campaign, and I have 
absolute confidence in the people who 
are helping me." 

Boyd also plans to consult with some 
of his former Rollins professors on 
domestic and international political 
issues. "I will periodically meet with 
some of my former history and political 
science professors for information and 
feedback that will help me in preparing 
for debates," he said. "A candidate 
needs not only position papers, but 
smart people who will play Devil's 
advocate." 

Boyd is running as a conservative 
Democrat, and is one of the growing 
number of the party members who 
believe the party's leadership has 
become too liberal, intellectually rigid, 
and out of touch with most voters. He 
stresses his strong family values, 
commitment to steady but carefully 
managed economic growth, and 
"'conservative' foreign policy that will 
project American power abroad to 
protect our interests and promote 
democratic values." His primary interest 
is foreign policy, and he hopes to work 
on the Subcommittee for Foreign 
Relations. Noting the number of Florida 
Democrats who voted Republican in the 
last three presidential elections, Boyd 
sees himself as "an alternative choice in 
their party, because I represent their 
values. They can vote for me without 
switching their party." 

At the national level, Boyd has allied 
himself with the Democratic Leadership 
Council (and in fact is a member of the 
Democratic Leadership Network, the 
logistical arm of the DLC), formed in 
1985 by Democratic elected officials 
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who believed the party had become too 
liberal. Out of this organization sprang 
the Progressive Policy Institute, a think 
tank which aims to develop ideas and 
policy alternatives that can "rebuild a 
broad, progressive coalition." Mark 
Peres interned with the PPI this past 
summer. 

Boyd and this group of Democrats 
are pursuing the elusive ideal of a 
consensus that will not only unite their 
fragmented party, but ignite new 
enthusiasm and patriotism among all 
Americans ... hence their distaste for 
the interest group politics that were the 
heart of the New Deal coalition. They 
are seeking creative ways of alleviating 
the poverty and hopelessness of our 
underclasses, yet encouraging a 
reciprocal sense of civic obligation and 
personal responsibility. They support 
economic growth and free enterprise, 
yet seek to involve working people 
more fully in the organizations for 
which they work. And they will not 
allow their dedication to growth to 
conveniently blind them to the excesses 
and environmental damage of growth. 
They acknowledge (unlike many 
devotees of free enterprise) the 
powerful role the federal government 
plays in promoting and protecting

business enterprise, yet do not pretend 
that government spending will cure all 
ills. And they want firm protection for 
civil liberties. Boyd plans to make 
freedom of choice for abortion an 
important issue in his campaign. 

For all these broader concerns and 
ideals, Boyd, like all politicians, must 
concern himself with the practical 
problems of his district. These prob- 
lems can be neatly summed up under 
the headings Environment, Agriculture, 
and Immigration. Farming and fishing 
are still the primary source of income 
for much of the district, and Boyd will 
have to develop some thoughtful 
agricultural policies. Yet he sees that 
future wealth will also have to come 
from other areas, such as phosphate 
production and space technology. 
"Future growth industries such as gas 
and waste holding facilities will provide 
jobs, but must be balanced against 
possible harm to the environment. I 
think the future for north Florida 

growth will be with 'clean industries' 
such as solar and computer chip 
technology and research." He wants 
managed growth, so as not to devastate 
the natural environment. Controversy 
has already erupted over plans to drill 
for oil in Apalachicola and Pensacola 
Bays (where most of the state's oysters 
are harvested) and plans for a Supercol- 
lider for nuclear research that would be 
built underneath the Apalachicola 
National Forest. Boyd is strongly 
against oil drilling in the Gulf and 
proposed plans to store nuclear waste in 
the district. "I want to preserve a 
balance between economic growth and 
environmental concern, and if I have to 
err, I would err on the side of environ- 
mental protection. But each case must 
be analyzed carefully," he said. 

Immigration also presents special 
problems for Florida, explained Boyd. 
'Too much money is spent by Florida to 
pay for immigration; we should get 
more federal money since we're a main 
point of entry." 

Thus Bob Boyd has girded himself 
for the hard campaign ahead. He 
recognizes that people will question his 
never having held office, but answers 
that his training as a lawyer was of 
immense value. "I talked to Sherry 
Walker (D-Waukeenah), a young lawyer 
who was elected to the state Senate last 
year and who works on the Corrections 
Committee with eight non-lawyers. She 
said that they are always looking to her 
for what to do when the staff attorney's 
not there. Who better to draft laws than 
a lawyer? 

"I've handled million-dollar lawsuits 
and I've been under pressure," he 
continued. "I was a trial lawyer, which 
only ten percent of lawyers are. When 
you have an old man paralyzed in an 
accident, the suit that's going to support 
him for the rest of his life is the biggest 
thing in his life. That's a lot of pres- 
sure." 

Whatever the outcome, the campaign 
is the beginning of Bob Boyd's political 
career. It's a high stakes campaign that 
many important people will watch 
closely, so Boyd could not be more 
fortunate in the timing of his "coming 
out." A strong showing even in a losing 
effort will signal his political potential to 
senior colleagues. As Boyd embarks on 
his journey in a rented trailer home, the 
future looks bright indeed.  E

Have you unintentionally put the 
Internal Revenue Service on your 
holiday gift list? There is still time 

to reduce the 1989 tax bite and direct 
your presents where you really want 
them to go. 

• You can give as much a $10,000 a 
year per person ($20,000 when a 
husband and wife join forces) without 
incurring a gift tax. This reduces 
current taxes because after the gift is 
made the income earned by the assets 
is taxable to the recipients rather than 
to you. Also, lifetime gifts may reduce 
your taxable estate, resulting in a 
further saving later on. 
• Contributions of cash to a qualified 
charity are deductible up to 50% of your 
adjusted gross income. To be deduct- 
ible in 1989, a check should be hand- 
delivered or postmarked not later than 
December 31. Gifts made via credit 
card, if charged in 1989, are deductible 
this year even though you are not billed 
until 1990. 
• Donations of long-term (over one 
year) appreciated securities are an even 
better way to give than cash. If you sold 
the stock yourself, you would pay tax on 
the difference between the cost basis 
and the current market price. By 
donating it to charity, you avoid all the 
tax on the gain and deduct the present 
value. 

If the stock has decreased in value, 
though, sell it yourself and then donate 
the proceeds. This gives a double 
benefit: a deduction for the loss and one 
for the charitable gift. 

The effective date of a gift of securi- 
ties is established by the postmark 
when the certificate is mailed or when 
you give instructions to a broker or 
trust officer to donate it from your 
account or when the certificates are 
hand-delivered to the charity. 

Do not initiate the transfer of stock 
shares into the name of the charity 
yourself near the end of the calendar 
year because the process takes three to 
six weeks. This delay may move the 
date of the gift from this year to 1990. 
Instead, call the charity you wish to 
benefit or have your broker do it and 
obtain instructions on how to proceed. 
• If you qualify for Medicare and want 
to reduce or eliminate the surtax, 
consider a Rollins gift annuity. A portion 
of the payments is non-taxable, thus 
lowering your taxable income and the

surtax. There is also a significant 
income tax deduction to further reduce 
your taxable income. Also, unlike 
municipal bonds, the non-taxable 
annuity income is not included in the 
base to determine the taxable portion of 
Social Security payments. 
• If you own long-term, appreciated 
securities which pay low dividends and 
give them to the Rollins Pooled Income 
Fund, you will increase your income to 
the current 8% the Fund is paying, avoid 
paying tax on the gain you would incur 
if you sold the stock yourself to reinvest 
for higher income, and obtain a tax 
deduction as well. 
• If you no longer qualify for a deduct- 
ible IRA or would like to enhance other 
retirement plans, consider giving a 
"Charitable IRA." Your current tax 
deduction and the future income are 
based on the number of years you wait 
before the income begins. The longer 
the postponement, the higher the 
current deduction and the larger the 
future income. Meanwhile, the income 
accumulates tax-free, just as with a 
regular IRA. 
• If you have decided to sell a vacation 
home or investment property, which 
does not qualify for the $125,000 
exclusion from capital gains tax, you 
can donate it to Rollins instead. The 
College will sell it and invest the 
proceeds to pay you and/or your 
spouse income for life. You avoid paying 
tax on the gain and receive an income 
tax deduction. 
• If you would like to continue living in 
your home and still obtain an income 
tax advantage, you can give the 
property to Rollins and retain life 
tenancy for yourself and your spouse. 
Not only is there a current income tax 
deduction, but the property is removed 
from your taxable estate. 

• If you own a life insurance policy no 
longer needed for family protection, you 
can give it to Rollins, either on an 
outright or retained life income basis. If 
you continue premium payments, these 
are tax-deductible, too. 
• Works of art, books, equipment, and 
other kinds of tangible gifts are usually 
welcomed by Rollins and other charities 
and produce a charitable deduction. 
With such gifts, however, be sure to 
inquire beforehand if the items can be 
accepted. When they are disposed of in 
less than two years, or cannot be used 
in the charity's work, there may be a 
reduction in your tax deduction. 

When your charitable gifts exceed 
the annual deductible ceiling (50% for 
contributions in cash and 30% for those 
of appreciated property), you may carry 
over the excess for as many as five 
additional years, giving a total of six 
years. Charitable gifts to Rollins may be 
for current purposes, such as The 
Rollins Fund, the athletic program, 
scholarships, or books for the library. If 
the donor does not stipulate otherwise, 
those that pay life income are usually 
added to endowment after the deaths of 
the beneficiaries, thus helping to assure 
the future strength of the College. 

By taking constructive action now, 
you will not only brighten the entire 
holiday season for family, friends, and 
the charities of your choice, but derive 
personal satisfaction and a tangible 
benefit when it is time to file your 
income tax return.

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Message from the President 

This has been a threshold year for Rollins 
College. Looking back, early guarantees of a 
successful close to our capital campaign 
generated excitement all year long. Looking 
forward, the same excitement drew our 
attention to the newly identified projects and 
academic needs of the years to come. 
Transition, adaptation and change marked the 
year past, and they will shape our future as we 
enter the decade of the 1990s. 

Most notably, our physical environment was 
altered by new rooflines, illumination and 
landscaping. Last fall, a complete renovation of 
the Beal-Maltbie building created a spacious 
new office/classroom complex for the 
Environmental Studies Department at the main 
entrance to the campus. Pre-holiday dedication 
ceremonies for the Cornell Hall for Social 
Sciences became a special part of our annual 
birthday celebration in November. After years 
of "musical offices," faculty of the College's 
largest division moved into the newest offices. 
At the same time, the Johnson Center 
welcomed the last of our Park Avenue Building 
colleagues back onto campus—to a specially 
designed facility located adjacent to the Bush 
Science Center. The entire staff of the 
Psychology Department gladly took to new 
quarters that combine expanded laboratory and 
office space with the convenience of proximity 
to natural science classrooms, storage and 
computer facilities. 

"Fiat Lux" became more than a motto in the 
last year, with nighttime athletic programs 
reaping the benefit. Intramural activities in the 
Sandspur Bowl moved from day into night with 
the addition of stadium lighting along the 
field's perimeter. Varsity tennis competition 
also continued well beyond sunset during the 
term, following the dedication of the six-court, 
fully-lighted Bert Martin Tennis Complex on 
the shoreline of Lake Virginia, next to the 
Enyart-Alumni Field House. 

At ground level, beautification projects were 
conducted in close order drill with repainting, 
restorations and groundskeeping going on 
continuously throughout the year. At the close 
of the term, the Mills Memorial Center and 

grounds had been completely fenced off in 
preparation for the "Walk of Fame" renovation. 
New display design, brickwork, and sod 
transformed the College Horseshoe and green 
into an outdoor showplace rightfully situated in 
the very heart of the campus. 

In addition to new facilities for teaching, 
athletics and off-hours strolling, the past year 
has been marked by important social and 
curricular initiatives. Early in the year, the first 
all-day Student Summit meeting was called by 
the Dean of the College, who charged 
undergraduates with the task of coming up with 
their own ways of improving the social climate 
of Rollins. The project was considered critical 
enough to warrant the cancellation of classes, 
and the results were significant. A sharpened 
awareness of social issues on campus and 
around the globe motivated the majority of the 
student body to action over the course of the 
year and stimulated discourse in and out of the 
classroom. 

Among a series of developmental initiatives 
begun in the past year was the move to shape 
an all-new adult education program—the 
Brevard Campus—from the former Patrick Air 
Force Branch of Rollins College. Following 
several years of planning, research and staffing, 
the popular program moved to larger quarters 
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in Rockledge, revised its curriculum and began 
establishing a new presence for itself on the 
spacecoast. 

Not as obvious as brick and mortar 
construction, this year's success in fund-raising 
for scholarships, faculty research and 
endowment brought an impressive and 
optimistic close to the five-year capital 
campaign. In 1988-89, The Rollins Fund 
reached its highest goal ever, with minutes to 
spare, and logged a $1.5 million total of 
unrestricted gifts on the final day of the fiscal 
year accounting period. The Kresge Foundation 
awarded one of its first major science initiative 
grants to Rollins, with the intent of assisting in 
major equipment purchases and capitalizing a 
corresponding maintenance endowment. 

Yet, although 1988-89 ended on a positive 
and uplifting note, resting on our laurels must 
not last long. The thrill of surpassing our $33.8 
million capital campaign goal is offset by the 
fact that our operational requirements and 
academic needs have kept pace with fund- 
raising levels nearly dollar for dollar. 
Institutional reviews have already identified a 
series of costly follow-up projects which must 
be funded to maintain our current level of 
excellence in the field of liberal arts education. 

The need for a new dormitory becomes 
more and more pressing each year. In all 
disciplines, we must remain competitive and on 
the cutting edge of computer technology, both 
in our resources and instruction. The mental 
and physical well-being of our student body 
must be assured by access to athletic and 
recreation programs and facilities. Beyond 
physical needs, we share the nation's concern 
for making higher education, on the whole, 
affordable through generous scholarship and 
financial aid packages. 

It is very clear that the 1990s will hold many 
more challenges for Rollins College, and that 
the past year's successes will soon fade. Yet, 
with the continued good faith and support of 
the many friends listed in the following report, 
we are certain to clear the hurdles of the next 
decade and become the College we aspire and 
deserve to be.

As I step down from two-years as Rollins 
Fund National Chairman, I look back over the 
statistics to see where the successes were and 
what needs to be improved on in the future. 

SUCCESSES: 
• Taking figures from the end of the 1984-85 

campaign and comparing them to the final 
numbers as of May 31,1989, total Rollins 
Fund gifts have increased from $990,736 to 
$1,500,389...a growth of 51.4% 

• Alumni gifts have risen from $370,236 to 
$685,572...upby85% 

• Gifts from parents have surged from 
$90,047 to $200,865...a remarkable 123% 

• The Reunion Giving Program, started in '85- 
'86, touted a class-high total of $22,716 in 
dollars raised by the Class of '61; the highest 
percentage of participation was achieved by 
the Class of '36 with 85%. Since that time, 
three consecutive 50th Reunion classes have 
achieved 100% participation, and this year 
the Class of '39, with only 47 members. 

broke all previous dollar records, raising an 
incredible $60,085! 

These are all superb accomplishments, 
attributable in large part to the greatly increased 
numbers of committed volunteers. My greatest 
thanks go to the Parents Committee and 
Reunion Committees of the past four years, 
who have done so much. 

As we enter the post-campaign years, the 
focus returns to Annual Giving as the single 
most important fund-raising area for Rollins. 

We know that there are still many capital needs 
that must be addressed, but the unrestricted 
funds for the College's daily operations play an 
extremely important role if we are to maintain 
a balanced budget and good fiscal health. 

In order to achieve even greater Rollins 
Fund goals, we must ask more of our alumni, 
parents and friends to share the responsibility. 
One goal of the capital campaign that was not 
met was to increase alumni participation to 
50%. Even though close to 45% of our alumni 
did contribute at least once in the past four 
years, the highest rate in any single year was 
34%, achieved in 1985-86. In the past two 
years, the percentage has dropped, even though 
more dollars have been raised. A small number 
of alumni are carrying a major portion of the 
annual alumni goals. It should be time for ail 
Rollins alumni to assist in the stewardship of 
our alma mater. 

The future of Rollins College is in our 
hands. I call upon each and every person whose 
life has been touched by this very special place 
to do his or her small part to protect and sustain 
it. 

The goal for the 1989-90 Rollins Fund is 
$ 1.6 million, and if we all pull together and 
contribute whatever amount is possible, this 
goal will be reached by next May 31. Please 
join me and stand up to be counted in the 
1989-90 fiscal year.

In 1988-89, Rollins was the grateful recipient of legacies from alumni and other friends, totaling $712,237. In addition to cash 

distributions, the College received bequests in the form of books and manuscripts which will benefit the academic program and enhance 

the archives collection. 

Anonymous Alumnus $562,361 
Although living at a distance from the College for most of his life, this 

graduate kept in touch through attending Rollins events held in his area 
and making regular visits to campus. His legacy consisted of the residue 
of a trust, after various bequests to other heirs had been satisfied. It will 
be added to the College's endowment, thus perpetuating generous lifetime 
gifts from the donor. 

Alice Portner Bowling '27 $12,435 
Mrs. Bowling's legacy was designated for scholarships for deserving 

students majoring in science. She also made will provisions for the 
University of Miami Medical School, her church, two Masonic 
Organizations and a local thrift shop. Mrs. Bowling taught science and 
mathematics for many years and was active in community affairs: co- 
organizer of a Girl Scouts troop, founding president and a trustee of the 
Naples Community Hospital Auxiliary, first chairman of the Naples 
Welfare Association and the Democratic Women's Club and founder and 
first president of the Southwest Florida Ostomy Society. 

Christopher Davis '54 $28,021 
Mr. Davis's unrestricted bequest came from the proceeds of life 

insurance policies. He was a native of New Jersey and returned to his 
home state after graduation. While at Rollins, he majored in psychology 
and was active in a variety of campus organizations: Knowles Memorial 
Chapel ushers. Glee Club, Welcoming Committee, Lambda Chi Alpha, 
which he served as social chairman and secretary, and Student Council. 

William E. DeCourcy $2,500 
Mr. DeCourcy's legacy establishes an endowment, the income from 

which will be awarded annually to a graduating senior student of music at 
Rollins. During his lifetime he provided annual music awards for students 
of music in memory of his wife. Mr. DeCourcy's will established a 
charitable remainder trust, from which a relative received income for the 
rest of her life. After the death of this beneficiary, the trust principal was 
distributed to Rollins and other charitable organizations, which the 
testator had supported during his lifetime. Such a provision is an excellent 
estate planning tool, for it removes assets from the taxable estate, benefits 
relatives and friends during their lifetimes and ultimately perpetuates the 
donor's interest in favorite charities. 

Susan Anne Heller '74 Books 
Miss Heller left her science fiction collection, consisting of over 700 

books, to the College. This was warmly welcomed by Professor Twila 
Papay, who teaches a course in science fiction in the English Department. 
After majoring in mathematics and philosophy at Rollins, Miss Heller 

earned an M.S. in computer science from the University of Arizona 
where she subsequently taught that subject. 

Albert D. Lawrence $1,714 
This unrestricted bequest is a partial distribution from the estate of Mr. 

Lawrence, husband of Harriet Buscher Lawrence '34. He left ten percent 
of the residue of his estate to Rollins and nine other charities in which he 
and Mrs. Lawrence were interested. 

Jane P. Long $25,000 
Mrs. Long was the mother of James Long '64. She was a generous 

donor to the Rollins Fund during her lifetime and perpetuated her interest 
in the College in her will. This final distribution from her estate was 
directed to equipment for the Audio Visual Center of Mills Memorial 
Center, for which an earlier distribution was also designated. 

Virginia Quantrell'39 $17,385 
This final distribution from Miss Quantrell's estate brings her total 

legacy to $39,885. She left ten percent of her residuary estate to Rollins, 
requesting but not directing that it be used for an endowed scholarship in 
music, preferably for the benefit of students who have talent in singing. 
Although she was a talented singer herself, and the College's music 
program was dear to her heart, Miss Qunatrell expressed her wishes as a 
request, which the College will follow if possible, while giving it the 
flexibility to allocate the income for other purposes if no need in music 
exists. 

Maxeda von Hesse '35 Books and Memorabilia 
Miss von Hesse followed in her mother's footsteps and became a noted 

speech teacher. Her career spanned over 50 years and her pupils included 
many well-known politicians and business executives. Miss von Hesse's 
legacy included the "Study Manual for the Von Hesse Course in 
Personality and Power through Effective Speech" and other documents 
pertaining to her life's work. 

Joanne Woolley $50,000 
Miss Woolley's bequest will establish an endowed scholarship fund to 

be name for her grandfather, Edward H. Brewer, who served as a trustee 
of Rollins from 1900-1915, and from 1916 until his death in 1924. She 
also made generous will provisions for the Winter Park Public Library, of 
which she was a consistent supporter, and the Winter Park Memorial 
Hospital, where she served over 4,000 hours as a member of its Auxiliary. 
Miss Woolley's will was an extension of a family tradition and her own 
lifetime interests. 
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Colleges will be strong and serve best as they

Retirement 
Beckons 

to Seymour

President's 
12 years helped 
Rollins grow 
Thaddeus Seymour, who helped 

build Rollins College's reputation 
as a nationally-respected liberal 
arts school, announced he will 

retire as president next June. 
The lanky, congenial administrator, 

whom students often call "Thad," has 
headed the 104-year-old college since 
1978. After a yearlong sabbatical for 
"reading, writing, and refreshment," he 
plans to return to Rollins to teach 
English literature in the fall of 1991. 

Seymour, 61, said the school needs 
new leadership as it enters another 
phase of growth. This summer, Rollins 
finished a five-year drive to raise money 
for new buildings and other improve- 
ments. 

During his presidency, the school 
shed its image as a fun-in-the-sun 
school for the rich and earned national 
attention as one of the country's best 
small colleges. In 1986, Time magazine 
called it one of the nation's "nine nifty 
colleges." Last fall, U.S. News & World 
Report listed the school among Amer- 
ica's top 10 "comprehensive colleges." 

An amateur magician, Seymour said 
the time is right to step from the 
limelight. "The magician in me knows 
the time to get off the stage is when 
people are saying, 'Where did the rabbit 
go?' instead of 'I saw where it went,'" he 
said. 

When he came to Rollins from the 
presidency of Wabash College in 
Indiana, Seymour said he expected to 
stay 10 years. The average tenure of a 
college president in the United States is 
five to seven years. 

Trustees and others said Rollins is a 
much stronger college today—finan- 
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daily and academically—than before 
Seymour arrived. "Rollins has come a 
long way in the decade-plus in which 
Thad has led the institution," said 
Trevor Colbourn, who retired last 
spring as president of the University of 
Central Florida and is also taking off a 
year before returning to the classroom. 

During Seymour's tenure, Rollins has 
nearly tripled its endowment to more 
than $30 million and conducted the 
most successful fundraising campaign 
in its history. Standards for undergradu- 
ate admission rose, a graduate business 
school was accredited, and a new 
evening program for adult studies was 
established. 

The College built the $4.7 million 
Olin Library in 1984. Since then, it also 
has constructed the Cornell Hall social 
sciences building and a research and 
classroom building for its psychology 
programs. 

"He's left a good momentum for 
another president to build on and that's 
the mark of a good leader," said R. 
Michael Strickland, Vice Chair of the 
Board of Trustees and head of the 
capital fund drive. Strickland said 
Seymour built on the work of his 
predecessors, former presidents Jack 
Critchfield and Hugh McKean. 

Soon after Seymour arrived, he 
directed a planning committee to study 
the College's long-range needs. That 
effort led in 1984 to a campaign to raise 
$33.8 million in five years. When it 
ended early this summer, the school 
had raised $36.3 million for construc- 
tion, new equipment, scholarships, and 
faculty endowments, plus another 7.7 
million in restricted gifts. 

To help reaffirm the school's liberal 
arts tradition, Seymour took the bold 
step of terminating its undergraduate 

He seized the 
day at Rollins 
Sentinel Editorial 

w hen Thaddeus 
Seymour became 
president of Rollins 

College in 1978, he already had 
sterling credentials as an 
academic leader. He was a fine 

scholar in English literature, and he had 
worked his way up the administrative 
ranks to the presidency of Wabash 
College in Indiana. 

In a sense, he and Rollins were 
waiting to challenge each other. 

The beautiful campus in Winter Park 
had great potential, but it labored under 
its reputation as a party school. To avoid 
the financial problems that plagued 
many private colleges, Rollins needed to 
raise money. More important, however, 
it needed a clearer sense of its mission. 

Under Dr. Seymour, Rollins achieved 
both of those goals. Indeed, accomplish- 
ments exceeded expectations. When he 
retires after this academic year, he will 
join the select company of presidents 
who have shaped distinctive eras in the 
College's long history. 

Dr. Seymour arrived with an ambi- 
tious agenda. He wasn't satisfied just to 
improve Rollins. He declared that it 

business program in 1980—a time when 
business was growing in popularity as a 
field of study. 

"It was always a good college, but not 
one that had the focus internally and the 
recognition externally that Thad has 
brought," said trustee John Fuller, who 
heads the Consortium for the Advance- 
ment of Private Higher Education in 
Washington. 

This year, Rollins enrolled 2,500 stu- 
dents from 40 states and more than a 
half-dozen foreign countries. 

Upon retiring his post after next 
year's commencement, Seymour said 
he will travel to England where the 
roots of his academic field lie and where 
he will explore connections between 

would soon become one of the "finest 
small colleges in the country." 

It is a tribute to his style and intellec- 
tual commitment that Rollins now 
enjoys just that kind of reputation, as 
evidenced by its prominent place on 
various lists of prestigious schools. In 
rising to Dr. Seymour's challenge, the 
College demonstrated anew the 
powerful attraction of a sound liberal 
arts approach. 

Dr. Seymour correctly insisted that 
quality sells a small college. To achieve 
it, he raised entrance standards, 
strengthened the curriculum, and 
secured better salaries for professors. 

Meanwhile, he remained faithful to 
Rollins' traditions of academic innova- 
tion and mischievous fun. He set just 
the right tone for a school that wanted 
to be serious without taking itself too 
seriously. 

Following the retirement announce- 
ment, one of the people who hired Dr. 
Seymour remarked, "He knew where to 
lead the College." 

Yes, and also knew how to lead it 
well.

Seymour said he and his wife, Polly, 

intend to make Winter Park their 
permanent home. He said he will 
probably teach for two years, then retire 
from the faculty. He also may do some 
consulting on education management 
issues. 

Fuller said the search for a new 
president will give trustees a chance to 
"think carefully about the direction the 
College should take in the next 
decade."

Rollins Revisited... 
Or You Can Go Home 

"Y 
ou really want me in your 
class again?" was my 
response when Charley 
Edmondson phoned to 

tell me I'd been selected as a participant 
in his NEH Summer Seminar. 

Recollections of my performance in 
his classes as an undergraduate history 
major included taking frequent naps in 
his 8 a.m. "Western Civ," designating 
Denis Diderot as the Bastille's cham- 
pion consumer of swill on an exam, and 
requesting term paper extensions on a 
regular basis. But the three-page essay I 
wrote in application for the NEH 
seminar "The Russian Revolution in 
Memoir History" must have had its 
moments of brilliance. So, after a fifteen- 
year absence from the hallowed halls, I 
returned to Rollins as a student.

Of course, I walked in late the first 
day. I'd misjudged the driving time 
between Tampa and Winter Park. Those 
of you who recall, with fond memories, 
Knowles Hall will be pleasantly 
surprised at the splendor of Cornell 
Hall, the new home of the social 
sciences. The most striking difference 
is that there are no rat fumes permeat- 
ing the ceiling (in fact, the rats now 
have sumptuous accommodations in the 
animal behavior lab at the new Johnson 
Center). 

There were fifteen of us who for five 
weeks would learn everything we ever 

wanted to know about the Russian 
Revolution ... and more. Like typical 
Rollins students, we were a diverse 
group: teachers coming from New York, 
Iowa, Idaho, Wisconsin, New Mexico, 
Kansas, Louisiana, California, and 
Florida. Of course, our student status 
would not have been "official" without 
one of those wonderful Rollins mugshot 
IDs (which don't improve with age). 
They are now bar-coded so they can be 
used to check out books from the Olin 
Library. 

Ah, the library! It is a massive change 
from Mills. I can almost forgive Rollins 
for demolishing Knowles to erect this 
impressive edifice. Alas, there are no 
stacks. Instead, you find yourself in an 
almost palatial setting: comfortable 
chairs, a computerized card catalog 
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(which I could never get to work!), and 
lots of light. You can go up to the tower 
to read while enjoying a 360-degree 
bird's-eye view of the College and its 
environs. On the down side, fines are up 
(25 cents a day) and they bill them to 
your college account (I'd probably still 
be paying off the late fines from the 
books I used for my senior independent 
study). 

I ended up spending a fair amount of 
time in Olin—I've found that as I've 
aged, I require quiet for concentration. I 
used to be able to work through tennis 
ball fights in the Phi Mu house or the 
blare of stereos from Elizabeth Hall. 
The material Charley ("Don't call me 
Chuck") had chosen for us required 
intense concentration. Trying to 
understand Leon Trotsky's philosophi- 
cal discourse on the art of insurrection 
is not an easy task! 

I got caught in the Student Union 
during one of those afternoon mon- 
soons. We used to crowd there between 
classes, checking mail, getting a Coke, 
or meeting friends. Now it looks like an 
empty cavern. The mailboxes have been 
moved to the basement of Mills, and 
there's only one Coke machine. I can 
vividly remember an all-night study 
session we held there for Jack Lane's 
"Depression and New Deal" class. It 
seemed everyone in the class passed 
through there at one time or another. 
We read aloud lecture notes and tried to 

figure out probable essay questions. At 
about 3 a.m. we adjourned to the 
Pancake House for sustenance and 
massive doses of coffee. Then, at 9 a.m., 
we wandered into Jack's class, glassy- 
eyed with coffee cup in hand, ready to 
do battle with blue books. 

The offices of Campus Security are 
now in the Student Center, and yes, 
Gloria's still wandering the campus 
handing out tickets. She and I remi- 
nisced about the good ol' days of 
Captain Cullifer. One night Peter 
Turnbull and I accompanied "Cap" on 
his night rounds. We noticed a neon 
beer sign in a window of Holt Hall and 
momentarily contemplated confiscating 
it and putting it in Dean Pease's window 
in Carnegie Hall. Cap knew all the great 
vantage points for catching visitation 
violations. Now the dorms are co-ed. 

The history department has changed 
very little in fifteen years. The guys are 
all still there: Jack, Barry, Gary, and 
Charley. Charley still gives notes at the 
rate of three full pages an hour, and yes, 
he did manage to "throw the baby out 
with the bath water" in at least one 
lecture. I found I'm still welcome to stop 
by their offices and chat—although 
these days the conversation tends to 
focus on children, the state of public 
education, and the fate of Rollins grads 
from my era. 

I once said that if I ever had the 
opportunity to go back to school, I'd be 

a more conscientious student. Well, I 
started out with good intentions, but old 
habits die hard. I found myself finishing 
reading assignments minutes before 
class and writing a week's worth of 
journal entries on weekends. You could 
tell when a group of us had gone out to 
Harper's the night before—we had very 
little to contribute to the next day's 
discussion. 

They were tearing up the Horseshoe 
while I was there—preparing it for 
beautiful new landscaping. The plan is 
to hold more campus activities on the 
lawn, bringing faculty, staff, and 
students together. Remember the 
cookouts on the library lawn? They'd 
roast a whole hog and bring out 
steamship rounds of beef and huge 
bowls of shrimp. Henshaw and I would 
take turns replenishing our shrimp 
supply; the Guild House would crank up 
the tunes; professors would stop by; life 
was good. 

As you read this, I'm back in the "real 
world," teaching 150 "gobblers" at 
Turkey Creek Junior High. While 
sitting through my first faculty meeting 
back in August, I decided I'd rather be 
in Petrograd with Kerensky and co.! 

It was good going back to the old 
stomping grounds. I discovered I can 
still have an intelligent discussion with 
adults on topics other than discipline 
problems. After a day or two I could 
understand, without the aid of a 
dictionary, what Charley was saying. 
And I found Rollins still feels like home, 
despite all the changes. 

As I drove out of Winter Park after 
our final session, I saw Mrs. Behre on a 
park bench on Park Avenue. You'll 
remember her as the guardian of 
chastity of the maidens of Elizabeth 
Hall. It somehow seemed an appropriate 
end to my latest adventure at Rollins, 
seeing one of the first people I met 
there. 

P.S. Another good thing came out of 
this experience: my husband redis- 
covered the joys of doing laundry and 
keeping track of two active six-year- 
olds. I feel I'm now more appreciated 
for my proficiency as a working 
mother! E

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Andrea Eliscu: Marketing Marvel

If you could 
package 
energy, 
Andrea Eliscu 

would be marked 
"Turbocharged." 

A self-described 
"visionary," Eliscu 
was born and 
raised in Chicago. 
After training at 
Michael Reese 
Hospital and Med- 
ical Center, 
School of Nurs- 
ing, the newly 
graduated, newly 
married R.N. mov- 
ed east with her 
medical student 
husband when he 
began his residency in Boston. Before 
being recruited for the inaugural surgi- 
cal and respiratory intensive care unit at 
Beth Israel Hospital, Eliscu was a nurse 
at Massachusetts General Hospital. In 
1969, her husband was transferred to 
the Naval Training Center in Orlando, 
and she joined the nursing staff of Or- 
lando Regional Medical Center. When 
Edward Eliscu's two-year tour of duty 
was coming to an end, the Eliscus real- 
ized they didn't want to leave Central 
Florida, so he accepted a position at 
O.RM.C. 

In 1974, Eliscu decided to take a sab- 
batical from full-time nursing. She offer- 
ed to work on a new type of fundraiser 
for the American Cancer Society: a 
charity tennis tournament. It was such a 
success that Eliscu was invited to be-

After four years, 
she felt she wasn't 
spending enough 
time with her two 
children, Adam 

and Alicia, so she decided to devote all 
of her attention to her family. She 
quickly discovered there were too many 
hours in the day, however, so Eliscu 
decided to go back to school and pick 
up the remaining courses required for 
her B.S. 

Tired of filling out forms which put 
R.N. at the bottom of the educational 
ladder, Eliscu felt she was not receiving 
the recognition she deserved because 
she did not have a bachelor's degree. 
"I've accomplished so many things— 
I've worked in the health care industry, 
I've worked in the private sector—and 
yet on a piece of paper, I look like I'm a 
dummy. I said, 'I don't want to look that 
way.' I have more." 

Eliscu found the return to school in 
her thirties more meaningful than her 
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education had been at 18: "This time 
around, I really had something to offer, 
and I finally had receivers to listen." She 
graduated from the Rollins College 
School of Continuing Education (now 
the Hamilton Holt School) with honors, 
but the day suddenly had all those extra 
hours in it again. 

As an experienced nurse and wife of a 
radiologist, Eliscu had access to an 
abundance of medical publications. She 
began reading, and she began to see a 
pattern emerging: deregulation of 
health care was on the horizon. "I real- 
ized that hospitals were going to figure 
out what to do, insurance companies 
would figure out what to do, employers 
would figure out what to do, and the 
only player in this scenario who wasn't 
going to pay attention to it, and even if 
they did wouldn't have a clue what to 
do, would be private practitioners." 
Eliscu saw a gap in the market which 
spelled "opportunity" and moved 
quickly to fill it. 

In partnership with Mary Scott, a 
public relations professional she had 
met during her fundraising activities, 
Eliscu formed Medical Marketing, Inc. 
In 1984, the concept of marketing med- 
ical practices was radical. But, Medical 
Marketing's philosophy of demanding 
quality first (the firm has declined to 
accept some business), then developing 
brand name recognition for the practice 
("Who you are and what you stand for 
and how you contribute") and focusing 
on the importance of patient service, 
convinced the medical community to 
give marketing a try. In 1986, Medical 
Marketing won the State of Florida 
Small Business Administration Innova- 
tion Award. The firm's calendar 
currently carries projects for 100 clients. 

How do you market a medical prac- 
tice? Eliscu admits that doctors are "un- 
comfortable" with the idea of market- 
ing. Physicians are trained in a particu- 
lar area of expertise, and public rela- 
tions asks them to make a commitment 
to an area which is totally unknown to 
them—foreign and intangible. "There is 
so much between the way physicians 
function and what we're bringing to 
them to do, that it's a battle." 

Eliscu and her eight-member staff ap- 
proach the physician's practice in much 
the same way the physician approaches 

Eliscu saw a gap in the 
health care market which 
spelled "opportunity" and 
moved quickly to fill it.

private practitioners." 

a new patient. "We're going to diagnose, 
take a history, and do some research ... 
, and then we're going to come up with 
some treatments." Services have ranged 
from establishing patient hospitality 
facilities to publicizing the opening of 
new offices to familiarizing hospital 
public relations staffs with the activities 
performed by their own doctors. "My 
whole goal is: Doctor, I want you to see 
as many patients as you want to see, the 
kinds of patients you want to see. I want 
you to be able to get up and go to work 
every day so excited because you get to 
do that which you love doing." 

Eliscu's association with the health 
care industry has led her to recognize 
potential trouble-spots in the health care 
environment. As chairperson of the 
Greater Orlando Chamber of Com- 
merce's task force on health care needs 
for the year 2000, she has helped ident- 
ify an unusual problem bearing on long- 
term care in Central Florida. As well as 
the accepted need for extended care for 
the aged, the establishment of a region- 
al referral hospital for pediatrics in Or- 
lando will introduce the need for ex- 
tended care facilities for children. Eliscu 
asks how employers will cope with the 
productivity drains which are sure to re- 
sult if employees are forced out of the 
work force and into the roles of care- 
takers—both for aging parents and ill 
children. 

A related issue is the need for com- 
munication among the parties involved 
in providing health care: hospitals, in- 
surers, and employers. "We are getting 
into an environment where employers 
are recognizing that they're also in the 
health care business because it is such 
an enormous part of their bottom line 

statement." In response to these quest- 
ions, Eliscu has committed more of her 
energy to the Central Florida Health 
Care Coalition, a group of major em- 
ployers who share concerns about 
health care costs. 

Eliscu believes that community and 
communication are critical to resolving 
the larger problems growth will pro- 
duce. According to Bev Darvin (Crum- 
mer '89), who was paired with Eliscu in 
the Crummer Graduate School of Bus- 
iness's mentor program, one of the 
greatest lessons she learned from 
watching Eliscu in action was the value 
of networking. "It amazed me—Andi 
knew people everywhere we went. She 
showed me the importance of getting 
involved in the community." 

Indeed, Eliscu is involved. As well as 
being a director of the Orlando Cham- 
ber, she is a charter board member of 
the Health Advisory Council of the 
University of Central Florida's College 
of Health and editorial advisor to Phy- 
sician's Marketing and Management. 

What does the future hold for Andrea 
Eliscu? 

She and her partner have just formed 
a new business, Scott Eliscu Communi- 
cations, which will provide their philoso- 
phy and quality of marketing services to 
nonmedical clients. Medical Economics, 
a major medical reference book publish- 
er, has approached her with an offer to 
write a book about medical marketing. 

Eliscu also hopes to be a part of de- 
veloping the solutions to the problems 
she sees ahead in the health care mar- 
ket. She predicts growth in the special- 
ized area of health care law and believes 
that issues of life and death and the 
quality of health care will soon demand 
consideration. 

"There are so many things that we 
are capable of doing, from introducing a 
new doctor to trying to integrate into 
the corporate community and opening 
up doors that have been walls in the 
past. Now we've got a door—I want to 
be there to turn that knob." 

For the first time, Andrea Eliscu may 
have to add some hours to her day.  H

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A Taste of Success

Ever wonder what combina- 
tion of ingredients makes 
up that special flavor in 
your favorite ice cream? 

Dr. Jack Leffingwell '60 thinks 
about it all the time. In fact, 
there's a chance he may have 
helped create your favorite taste 
sensation from his flavorings lab 
situated on his 26-acre homestead, 
Foxfire Farms, in the rolling 
foothills of Canton, Georgia, just 
outside Atlanta. You might say 
Leffingwell found success right in 
his own backyard. 

"Every morning I have a short 
commute of 56 feet from the 
house to the lab," says Lef- 
fingwell. But leaving the house 
doesn't mean leaving the family— 
for wife Dorothy (Englehardt) '59 
and daughter Diane are a critical 
part of his business consulting 
"team" and join him daily in his 
1000-square-foot lab. 

Leffingwell was Division Vice 
President of Del Monte Corpora- 
tion and Senior Vice President of 
Sunkist Soft Drinks, Inc. when he de- 
cided to strike out on his own in 1985. 
By the fall of that year, Foxfire Farms 
had its first two clients and Leffingwell 
saw his dream becoming a reality. 

While most business consulting is 
done as an intangible service, Lef- 
fingwell saw an opportunity to offer his 
clients something more. "The thing we 
could bring to the consulting field was 
the actual development of tangible new 
products for companies to sell," he 
explains. If a client comes to him with 
an idea for a new product, Foxfire 
Farms can offer a package of developing 
the idea through to finished product. 
They may also assist in package devel- 
opment and plans for marketing the 
product, at the client's request. 

Since March of 1986, Foxfire Farms 
has developed 34 products that have 
been introduced nationally or interna- 
tionally, and 16 other products are 
scheduled for introduction this year. 
One of their "inventions" was named

the best new ice cream of 1987 by USA 
Today. 

There are very few businesses like 
Foxfire Farms in the United States. 
Leffingwell's lab can do the same work 
as larger labs but at a fraction of the 
cost and in less time because there 
aren't layers of management to go 
through for approvals. Clients feel more 
comfortable working with Leffingwell 
on a personal basis. And, with the 
availability of overnight package service 
and the Atlanta airport, he can serve 

clients virtually anywhere in the 
world. 

Leffingwell works with five or 
six companies at a time, many of 
them national and multi-national 
firms. One of his better-known 
clients is Haagen Dazs, and he 
presently represents a company 
in Switzerland for which he has 
developed a pipe tobacco 
flavoring system which is being 
marketed in Europe under the 
Pierre Cardin trademark. 

Leffingwell's goal is to remain 
small and continue to give his 
clients individualized attention. 
His staff currently consists of 
three full- and two part-time 
employees. 

d     A visit to his clean, well-stocked 
H lab is impressive. The flavoring 
B chemicals are kept in small, dark 
§ bottles (two ounces may flavor up 
g to two tons of a specific product), 
>. which are neatly arranged, row 
g, upon row, on shelves. Some 
2 require refrigeration. Because 

they can change over time, the 
chemicals must be inspected regularly 
and replaced every six months to a year. 

Also in the lab are two model ice 
cream freezers that provide the density 
and ice crystal size necessary for 
developing an ice cream product and a 
carbonator that can adjust the level of 
carbonation in a drink. 

Leffingwell's mother knew from the 
time he "mixed up my expensive hair oil 
with his brother's hiccup medicine" as a 
young boy that he was destined to 
become a chemist. His background at 
Sunkist Soft Drinks, Inc., where he 
developed and helped introduce Sunkist 
soft drinks, qualifies him as an expert in 
the soft drink business from product 
development to marketing. In 1978, he 
was the fourth employee hired by the 
fledgling soft drink company. By 1981, 
their Sunkist Orange Soda was the 
tenth-best selling soft drink in America. 
The successful company was sold to the 
Del Monte Corporation in 1985 for 57 
million dollars.   -»

Leffingwell holds 70 worldwide 
patents and has more than 30 scientific 
publications to his credit, many dealing 
with the chemistry of natural products. 
Most recently, he and Diane presented 
a paper on "Chemical & Sensory 
Aspects of Tobacco Flavor" at the 42nd 
Tobacco Chemists' Research Confer- 
ence, which he chaired, in Lexington, 
Kentucky in October. 

Although he has many fond memo- 
ries of his Rollins days, Leffingwell is 
especially grateful for the encourage- 
ment he received from his chemistry 
professor, Dr. Herbert Hellwege, who 
convinced him to go on to Emory 
University, where he earned his 
master's degree in 1962 and his Ph.D. in 
1963. "I was about to run out of money, 
so I had to work hard," recalls Lef- 
fingwell. Both his thesis and post- 
doctoral studies at Columbia University 
were in organic chemistry. He then 
joined Glidden Organics in Jacksonville, 
Florida, where he was able to continue 
his work on turpentine derivatives. 
"Interestingly enough," he explains, 
"the pine tree, which yields turpentine, 
is also a raw material used in making 
many flavoring and fragrance materi- 
als." 

After Glidden, he became associated 
with R. J. Reynolds Industries, where he 
developed a process by which Clary 
Sage essential oil, used in flavoring and 
fragrances, is distilled from a plant 
material. His 12 years in the tobacco 
industry with Reynolds earned him the 
prestigious Distinguished Achievement 
in Tobacco Science Award medallion 
from Philip Morris, Inc. in 1974. 

Leffingwell was also recognized for 
his achievements by his alma mater 
when he was honored with the Rollins 
Alumni Achievement Award in Science 
in 1981. 

"Most people fail to realize how 
important flavoring is to the food 
industry," says Leffingwell. "Most major 
food products have added flavoring— 
and in many cases, the flavoring is the 
difference between a product that sells 
and one that doesn't." 

It's a serious business—and not 
without its share of problems. When 
Sunkist Orange Soda was being 
introduced in New York City, the 
company knew they had a winning

product. Leffingwell flew up from 
Atlanta to oversee the first production 
run. Everything went fine, and he 
returned home. 

The second run, however, didn't go 
quite so smoothly. Leffingwell got a call 
from manufacturing saying that 
everything they had produced that day 
"tasted like fish." So it was back to New 
York, where he opened up a can of 
Sunkist Orange Soda to find that it did 
indeed have a fishy flavor. A little 
detective work revealed the culprit: one 
of the preservatives used in the drink 
had been stored in a warehouse of 
pharmaceutical products near some- 
thing that had a fish-oil odor. Though 
there was only a trace of the preserva- 
tive in the soda, it had absorbed enough 
of the odor to affect the taste of the 
beverage. Of course, all the drinks— 
close to a hundred thousand dollars' 
worth—were disposed of. 

In 1985, when Sunkist's original 
management group was splitting up, the 
idea of starting his own business looked 
better and better to Leffingwell. He felt 
his expertise would qualify him to 
become a consultant in his field. "If 
you're a generalist, it won't work," he 
says. "But if you're an expert in your 
field, they'll want your services." 

Leffingwell currently uses two 
computers in his business: one for 
finances and one for the development of 
a flavor database which he plans to 
market independently this year. This 
specialized database lists all of the 
natural and artificial flavoring materials 
available worldwide along with their 
flavor properties, where they occur 
naturally, and their various applications. 
It also includes the legal regulatory 
status of these flavoring compounds as 
food additives in various countries. 

"Nothing like this database is currently 
available," says Leffingwell. "You'd have 
to go to 15 to 20 books and magazines 
and sort through all the information for 
errors to even come up with something 
similar." 

He emphasizes how critical comput- 
ers are to the efficiency of his small 
operation. "We do everything we can on 
computers to save us time. The 
formulas we have developed, the basic 
ways to calculate complex beverage 
formulas...all are computerized. Any 
one of us can go in, punch a few 
numbers, and have a formula, just like 
that. Things that might have taken 
three or four hours to cross check and 
double check when I started out in the 
industry I can now get in two minutes." 

Life isn't spent totally in the lab. In his 
spare time, Leffingwell has been 
overseeing construction of an addition 
which will more than double the size of 
his family's 1908 farmhouse. Together, 
he and his wife have been renovating 
the interior of the house, down to 
stripping the woodwork and refinishing 
the old oak floors. Then there are the 
farm's 18 black angus cattle, assorted 
horses, goats, chickens, dogs, cats, and 
two miniature pigs which need atten- 
tion. For relaxation, Leffingwell may be 
found "puttering" around the farm— 
which may include anything from 
splitting wood to walking the fences to 
talking to the animals. 

"People think that if you have your 
own business, you are your own boss," 
comments Leffingwell. "I don't think 
that's really the case. If you have your 
own business, you always report to 
somebody. In my case, we're selling 
services. Therefore, our bosses are our 
clients. If we do a good job, we get to 
keep working for them." 

Instead of working a more traditional 
9 to 5 job in Atlanta, Leffingwell may 
spend 12 to 14 hours a day in his 
laboratory. But to him, it's a very 
rewarding career. "I'm doing what I 
want to do," he says. H

Rollins a grant of $174,014 
from the U.S. Department of 
Education for the continu- 
ation of its Upward Bound 
program through the 1989- 
90 academic year. 

Upward Bound is a 
federally funded project 
which has been based at the 
College since 1980. The 
program offers academic 
instruction, tutorial activi- 
ties, and career and personal 
guidance support for first 
generation and economically 
disadvantaged high school 
students who are college- 
bound. Rollins' successful 
outcome in the 1989 national 
competition for Upward 
Bound means the continu- 
ation of services to 50 high 
school students annually 
from Orange and south 
Seminole counties. 

The program hosts a six- 
week residential summer 
residential component for in- 
depth academic orientation 

to college life, followed by 25 
Saturday tutorial sessions 
during the school year. 
Additional services include 
college support services, 
assistance with college and 
financial aid requirements, 
college and community 
lectures, academic advise- 
ment, and college courses 
upon completing high 
school graduation require- 
ments. 

According to Program 
Director Udeth Lugo, at 
least 90 percent of the par- 
ticipants who stay with the 
program from initial selec- 
tion through graduation 
from high school are suc- 
cessful at meeting college 
entrance requirements. He 
also points out that at least 
76 percent of Upward Bound 
students who enter college 
complete their degrees, 
which is substantially better 
than the national average. 

The Rollins College 
Upward Bound Program is 
one of eight programs in the 
state of Florida, and the only 
one in the Central Florida 
area. E 

Rollins acquires Shiel 
Collection 

A valuable collection of the 
works of M. P. Shiel has 

been donated to Rollins by 
A. Reynolds and Eleanor 
Reese Morse '35. The col- 
lection contains various edi- 
tions of all of the author's 
more than thirty books and 
short stories, as well as man- 
uscripts, memorabilia, and 
extensive research material 
on the life and works of Shiel 
compiled by Mr. Morse. The 
gift to the College also pro- 
vides an endowment for the 
care and promulgation of the 

collection. 
Matthew Phipps Shiel, an 

Edwardian author, was born 
in Montserrat in the West 
Indies. In 1885, his father 
had him crowned King of 
Redonda, a tiny and so far 
unclaimed island 12 miles 
north of Montserrat. Shiel 
died in obscurity in 1947 in 
England, where he spent 
most of his life writing short 
stories and mystery and 
science fiction novels. He is 
best remembered for Lord of 
the Sea and The Purple 
Cloud. 

There are only two other 
Shiel collections in the Uni- 
ted States, one at the Univer- 
sity of Texas and the other at 
the University of Iowa. Ac- 
cording to Mr. Morse, the 
Rollins collection is by far 
the most complete.

WPRK revamps 
format, extends hours 
In an effort to increase stu- 

dent involvement in pro- 
gramming, WPRK Radio at 
Rollins College, 91.5 FM, is 
now beginning its broadcast 
day at 9 a.m. and offering a 
new format of contemporary 
music from 6 p.m. to mid- 
night. The new format was 
introduced last spring as a 
result of a task force study of 
the campus radio station, 
which recommended that 
students have more of a role 
in station operation. 

"We are playing contem- 
porary music during the 
hours that students are 
tuned-in, and we are adding 
three extra hours to our 
broadcast day," explained 
Station Manager Gordon 
Fraser. "Our daytime format 
of classical and light clas- 
sical music, news, and public 
affairs moves to the 9 a.m. to 
6 p.m. time slot. After six, we 
become a typical student-run 
college radio station." 

More than forty students 
have volunteered to host 
contemporary music pro- 
grams under the new for- 
mat. "As as result," said stu- 
dent manager Warren Edson 
'90, "we are able to offer a 
wider variety of student pro- 
gramming." Student DJs are 
being scheduled into four 
slots per evening with at 
least two volunteers to cover 

each show. "We have slotted 
approximately twenty hours 
of contemporary music, 
featuring groups like REM, 
The Cult, and Drivin' and 
Cryin'," Edson said. "We 
also offer special themed 
shows every night. For 
instance. Tuesday is classics 
night on WPRK—from 6 to 
10:30 p.m. we play solid rock 
classics. That is followed 
from 10:30 p.m. to midnight 
with a program of music by 
The Grateful Dead. Our late 
night programming on 
Fridays is an At Random' 
show with alternating disc 
jockeys who select weekly 
themes, such as Bob Dylan, 
Jimi Hendrix, or Velvet 
Underground. These shows 
feature interviews and out- 
takes that you don't normally 
hear on commercial radio." 

WPRK is broadcasting 
"rap" music from 6 p.m. to 
7:30 p.m. on Wednesdays, 
followed by jazz from 7:30 
p.m. to 9 p.m. Reggae music 
can be heard from 9 p.m. to 
10:30 p.m. on Thursdays. A 
hard-core rock show is aired 
on Saturdays from 7:30 p.m. 
to 9 p.m. 

"WPRK is offering typical 
non-commercial alternative 
radio," said Edson. "We want 
to be the station that offers a 
wider choice in program- 
ming. The new format will 
involve more students and 
will offer room for experi- 
mentation."

Developing a strategic 

plan for the Association 
was the order of the day at 
the Alumni Board's June 
meeting.

The year ahead promises 
to be an exciting one, with 
many events for alumni 
scheduled on campus and 
throughout the country.

Six years ago, April Gustetter '82 
embarked on a career as a freelance 

commercial artist. "Designs by April" began 
with a set of self-produced, self-packaged, 
and self-pedalled notecards and pads that 
eventually led to the designing of logos, 
professional stationery and business cards, 
brochures, ads, and posters. "Aside from the 
occasional dry spell that would find me 
creating and selling small, mass-produced 
frameable designs, the marketing of my own 
ideas took an extended back seat," says 
April.

illy scoffed at those who encouraged her 
to market her cards.

After she saw 
my 'Frameables' and a few hand-made cards, 
she offered me a haven of creativity that has 
since become the springboard of my calling 
in life." 

April soon developed her own line of 
greeting cards under the name "Greet the 
New World Greeting Cards." The cards 
began to sell faster than she could make 
them and before long became a significant 
portion of her business. In addition to being 
sold at Sincerely Yours, Mary, they have 
been picked up by another gift store and are 
marketed to individual groups as well. 

Mindful of the growing interest in 
spiritual awareness, April recently began 
creating cards carrying affirmations (brief, 
positive statements) on them. Within two 
weeks after producing a prototype series, 
they were on display at a local gift shop, 
and they can now be found in more than 
twenty shops and other locations through- 
out Florida. 

"Affirmations are not a new idea," says 
April. They are universal and not of a re- 
ligious nature. I began using them per- 
sonally a few months ago, and as a result, 
life has become a pleasure. While I may 
have had the wherewithal to produce and 
market these cards, they exist as a result of 
the combined hearts and minds of many 
people. I am grateful for the encouragement 
I have received to share my expressions 
with the world."

Gao Shangyin, an exchange 
student from China, came to 
Rollins in 1930 under the auspices 

of President Hamilton Holt. An interna- 
tional figure himself, Holt believed that 
the Rollins community would benefit 
greatly from such an exchange. 
Christened "Harry" by classmates who 
found "Shang-Yin" strange to the 
tongue, Gao graduated with the Class of 
1931, receiving a Bachelor of Science 
degree. 

By 1935 he had acquired a Ph.D. 
from Yale, been a Fellow of the 
Rockefeller Foundation, and was named 
a Research Fellow at the London School 
of Tropical Medicine and Hygiene. He 
returned to China to the teaching staff 
of the National University at Wuchang, 
China (Wuhan University) and during 
the next seven years "climbed the 
sacrosanct academic ladder from lowly 
instructor to exalted professor." Some 
thirty of his articles were published in 
professional journals in China, the 
United States, England, and Germany. 
In 1944 he won the Ministry of Educa- 
tion Award, and over the years gained 
membership in important academic and 
scientific societies both in China and

abroad, including Sigma Xi, Phi Tau Phi 
(Phi Beta Kappa in China), the Chinese 
Academy of Sciences, and the Chinese 
Society of Microbiology, where he 
chaired the section on Virology. As a 
full Professor of Microbiology at Wuhan 
in 1946, he was on leave for one year to 
conduct microbiology research at the 
Rockefeller Institute for Medical 
Research in Princeton. That same year, 
he was recognized with the Rollins 
Decoration of Honor, cited for a 
distinguished career and "services 
(which) have been a real and significant 
contribution to the progress and 
welfare" of the College. "My heart 
keeps close to Rollins," he said. 

When Gao sought help in bringing 
his family to the States, Holt—now 76— 
had just resigned the Rollins presi- 
dency. He shared Gao's letter with 
colleagues: "Everyone is facing the 
problem of having enough to live on," 
Gao wrote. 'There is no way of carrying 
on any kind of academic work." 
However, he continued, "I am Chinese. 
When things become normal again in 
China, I shall want to come back." 
Rollins was unable to meet the $4000 
minimum salary stipulated by the 

Chinese government for such academic 
ventures, and by the time Holt had 
persuaded another Florida institution to 
appoint Gao to the faculty, it was too 
late. 

"The world with us has been 
changed," wrote Gao. "We are now 
under the communist government. 
...Prof. Sherman's cable of confirmation 
of my appointment as Visiting Professor 
of Biology was received on the day the 
city was taken over. Of course, it will 
not be possible for me to make the trip, 
mainly because the new government 
does not have diplomatic relationship 
with U.S. ...further I am not sure what 
the policy of the new government is in 
respect to scholars going abroad for 
academic work." 

And again times changed. When 
President Thaddeus Seymour contacted 
Gao in 1981, inviting him to "come 
home" to receive the honorary degree 
of Doctor of Science, H. Gao Shangyin 
was widely respected in his field, a 
Professor of Virology and Vice Presi- 
dent at Wuhan University, Wuchang, 
Hubei, People's Republic of China. The 
Ministry of Education and the admini- 
stration at the University were agree- 
able to the honor and the trip, and 
Harry Gao briefly came again to Rollins. 
Cited by Seymour for "a career of 
international prominence...an ambassa- 
dor for better understanding between 
our two nations, arranging exchange 
programs with Yale, Seton Hall, and 
Indiana University...an internationally 
respected virologist," Harry Gao was 
welcomed back with thunderous 
applause. 

Regarding his daughter and sons, he 
has said, "I do not need to tell you how 
much good Rollins did to me while I 
was there. I want (them) to have the 
same advantage." 

A daughter and two sons did come to 
the United States. Gao Wen is at a 
Florida university in the Library Science 
program. Elder son Gao Chao (nick- 
named "George" by President Sey- 
mour) spent two years at Rollins as a 
research fellow in chemistry, taught 
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UPDATE 

Chinese, and undertook classes as a 
student. He has returned to Wuhan 
Institute of Technology as an instructor. 

Gao Min has completed a Ph.D. at 
Pennsylvania State University and is 
pursuing post-doctoral work at Harvard 
Medical School. "I hope," Harry Gao 
said in a recent letter to Seymour, "that 
Chao's son Xin may be the third 
generation of Gaos at Rollins." 

In 1983, President Seymour was 
invited to officially represent Rollins and 
the United States at the 70th Anniver- 
sary celebration of Wuhan University. 
Hosting Seymour presented Harry Gao 
with the opportunity to relive days at 
Rollins, to introduce Seymour to 
Wuhan, the city and the university, and 
to his family, to give and receive tokens 
of affection, appreciation, and respect. 
The presents from Rollins were 
ceremoniously installed in the "Gift 
Room" of the University. 

In 1987 Gao wrote, "I wish I were in 
Winter Park again, to be a student at 
Rollins. I wish I could do something for 
Rollins. All I can do is to let people in 
China know there's one of the best 
colleges in the U.S.A. at Winter Park 
and the name is Rollins College." 

While his name appears in College 
records, the yearbook, articles, and 
citations variously as Harry Gaw, Harry 
Zanyan Gau, Harry Zanyin Caw, Gao 
Shang-yin, and H. Gao Shangyin, one 
thing has never changed: Harry Gao's 
devotion to Rollins College. 

In May, 1989, Gao succumbed to the 
long-term effects of a stroke first 
suffered in 1984. 

For the Rollins Centennial in 1985, 
Harry Gao sent another gift: a beauti- 
fully painted scroll. The Chinese 
inscription reads, The old pine tree will 
survive for a long, long time and the 
flowers will blossom with vigor. Accord- 
ing to Harry, "Rollins is the pine tree, 
and the flowers are her students."
